
Kirklington Parish Council Meeting
Minutes of the Ordinary Parish Council held in the Village Hall on Monday 4th February 2019 (commencing 7.30pm).

1. Apologies for absence 

Ian Woolridge (IW) – holiday; Cllr Penny Rainbow (PR) – unavailable.  Apologies were accepted by the Parish Council.
2. Declaration of interest 

None declared.
3. Minutes of last meeting

The minutes from the last meeting, held on Mon 7th January 2019, were agreed and signed as a true record. Proposed SB, seconded SS.  
4. Adjournment for matters to be raised by the public for future consideration


· Funding opportunity – RSR has received a letter from MP Mark Spencer regarding funding which is available to help with refurbishments of miners’ welfare facilities e.g. village halls.  Action – HC to scan and circulate the letter (19-08).
· Fencing – SS advised that a section of fencing along one of the footpaths needs repairing.  Action – SS to send photos and location to HC who will arrange for it to be attended to (19-09).

5. County and District Councillor items
· NCC / Via – BL advised that Nottinghamshire County Council (NCC) takes ownership of Via from 1st March 2019.

· Highways improvements – BL advised £1.75million will be spent on new highways patching machinery.
· A614 improvements – BL advised plans will go to the Dept of Transport for review in May, to start works in 2021.  Works will start in Ollerton and move South.

· Gullies – AT advised that gullies along Eakring Road are in need of assessing / clearing, however, NCC have advised HC that they do not meet the criteria for any works to be carried out.  AT is concerned that as they cannot cope with water, it flows across the road which is especially dangerous in cold / icy weather conditions.  Action – BL will speak to Highways (17-33).
· Illegal recycling – BL advised that enforcement action is being taken against a site carrying out recycling activity illegally on Cockett’s Lane, Farnsfield.

· Robin Hood Caravan Site advertising – local advertising boards and / or banners for the site appear to have been removed.  BL advised that NCC have been taking them down as located.  RSR and KPC members gave thanks for the work being done.

· Speeding – BL advised that complaints have been made about speeding in Kirklington and Hockerton.  BL suggested writing to the Police Inspector (Heather Sutton) requesting Police presence in the area to see if it helps.  BL advised that she had recently visited Southwell with Paddy Tipping and local PC Richard Dunn, to tackle speeding in that area.  Action – HC to write and raise concerns (19-10).
6. Safer Neighbourhood Group (SS)
SS confirmed that comments and concerns were passed on at the most recent meeting as agreed.  Fuel thefts have been happening on a large / wide scale.

CIL money may be allocated to 

assist with parking improvements but the School cannot 

assess/submit quotes until NCC have confirmed what next 

steps should be taken.  HC has contacted Highways (MK) 

regarding a traffic survey to be completed to have a 'before and 

after' comparison at Osmanthorpe - updates to be provided as 

received.  BL had no further updates at this time.

HC is awaiting 

information from Land Registry to confirm land ownership along 

the road in Belle Eau Park.

8. Traffic Report - Accident stats (IW)
· 20 January (afternoon) – Belle Eau Park junction – car in ditch near to the junction of Kirklington Rd with A617 (direction of travel towards Mansfield) – injuries unknown, Police attended
· 29 January (afternoon) – fields/paddocks at Osmanthorpe end of village – car crashed through fencing – no injuries/escaped animals although car was damaged - driver left the scene immediately – reported to Police

10. Planning Matters (HC) 
i) 19/00086/FUL – Wingletang, Southwell Rd – alterations and rear and side extension to bungalow – decision    required by 11th February.  KPC members unanimously voted (6 votes) to state ‘no objection’ to proposals subject to neighbours not having objections.  Action – HC to submit response of ‘no objection’ advising that KPC would support concerns (if stated) from neighbours (19-11).
11. Potholes and drains (RSR)
· RSR had wanted an update on the machinery for pothole repairs which BL provided under item 5 – it will be very positive to see more effective repairs being carried out.  
· RSR advised that the drain at the entrance to The Green is overflowing again.  Action – HC to report (19-12).

12. Village signs (HC) 
A resident has sent an email to enquire about the possibility of installing ‘artistic’ / better road signs at the entrances to the village to improve the area.  Local villages in the area have them and it was felt they look very smart and welcoming.  Although the CIL funding is provisionally being considered for use to help improve parking near the School, and KPC is awaiting updates from NCC about next steps, it may be possible to consider the suggestion for the future.  Action – HC to establish whether CIL funding would cover road signs, and to get up to date prices.  HC to write to resident to advise the idea will be reviewed and considered once the situation with parking has been established (19-13).
