
Kirklington Parish Council Meeting
Minutes of the Ordinary Parish Council held in the Village Hall on Monday 2nd March 2020 (commencing 7.30pm).

1. Apologies for absence 

Cllr Penny Rainbow (PR) and Cllr Malcolm Brock (MB) were unavailable due to work commitments.  
2. Declaration of interest 

None declared.
3. Minutes of last meeting

The minutes from the last meeting, held on Mon 3rd February 2020, were agreed and signed as a true record. Proposed AT, seconded SS.
4. Adjournment for matters to be raised by the public for future consideration

Belle Eau Park – TS advised that little effort has been made by Lineage (formerly Yearsleys) to make improvements to HGV traffic issues, and now there are proposals for expansion.  HC provided an overview of recent emails that residents had sent, and PC members confirmed that they would support residents’ views.  Action – HC to attend a meeting between residents and Lineage, and update BL who will attend future meetings if possible (20-11).
School boundary / hedgerow – DW explained that he has been trying to contact the School regarding the hedge but feels that offers to help have been discounted despite offering to sort out the hedging at his own expense.  He has removed dead elder and brambles, and replanted foliage which should quickly become established to cover existing gaps (of which there are/were many which could already constitute a safeguarding risk).  He has been asked to stop works but disputes that work carried out was unauthorised and has provided HC with emails that show communication with the School.  There are 12-15metres of hedge that should ideally be planted by the end of March if they are to become established successfully and will create a good boundary.  DW also expressed concern about a broken gate.  HC and SB confirmed that the matter is now being dealt with by NCC so hands are tied to some extent. DW requested that if green fencing has to be installed, that it be set back from the boundary.  SB confirmed that the Trust who donated the field to the School have been contacted to check terms involved, and to confirm ownership and access.  It was felt that previous issue with the School had meant it had taken time to rebuild relationships, and that this situation could potentially shake the balance.  DW confirmed that residents would be happy to contribute labour towards sorting fencing and/or hedgerows.  KPC members thanked DW for providing an overview of his side of things.
Southwell Road Parking – PP requested updates on the situation.  HC confirmed that there were no updates to provide until the working group had identified which solutions may be best for the situation.  HC confirmed that Highways (JH) had advised that H-bars would not be reviewed again until the outcome of the working party (in case it is part of the recommendations) although they may not be the best option as they are not enforceable and may push the problem elsewhere.  IW confirmed that Highways may have greater priorities for main / ‘A’ roads rather than smaller roads, so it is important to await the outcome of the review (which is anticipated to be at the end of the School year).   Action – HC to revisit comments from Police Inspector to see if any further actions can be taken (17-53).
5. County and District Councillor items
· Highways funding – BL advised that Central Government is going to give approx. £2m extra for Highways improvements.  RSR felt that the process for repairs is poor, and improvements have not been seen despite previous promises of greater investment.  There will always be a debate about completing work in a timely manner versus the frequency with which they need doing.
· Waterways – BL advised that they are pushing to have zero tolerance on riparian owners pushing water flows onto Highways, and enforcement actions could be taken.  Many issues can be caused by water which runs off saturated land but has nowhere to go.

· Issues at The Mill – PM advised of the drainage and flooding issues at The Mill (near the bridge) and showed BL photos.  HC confirmed that the issue was raised but work pushed back due to there being a greater project which will incorporate the area, although nothing has been started as yet).  Action – BL to report (20-16).
· Gullies – IW requested that the road edges be swept to ensure they (and drains) are kept free from debris.  AT advised that only one in five gullies are working along Eakring Road.  BL acknowledged that there is only one machine, which often gets sent to flooded areas, which affects regular maintenance schedules. Action – BL to report road sweeping to PR (20-17).
· Debris on road – SS advised that there is still debris on the road towards Hockerton after the recent accident.  Action – BL to report (20-18).

Traffic Report - Accident stats (IW) 
i) 13 Feb (mid-day) – A617 near the sugar beet pad (Mansfield side of the Village), car in field – no further info.

10. Planning Matters (HC) 
i) 20/00127/TWCA – WINGS School, Main Street – removal of horse chestnut tree (info only)
ii) 20/00084/FUL – The Bungalow, Southwell Rd – amendment to planning application – HC confirmed that NSDC may have sent the request in error as the application doesn’t show any amendments, and the resident advised they were not aware of any changes.  No further actions unless NSDC advise.
iii) 19/01991/LBC and 19/02113/FUL – The Lodge, Main Street – replacement of existing damaged gate pier and railings.  OUTCOME: Full planning permission granted (info only)
11. Flooding concerns about the dyke (ties in with action log number 19-48) (HC/AT)
TB thanked those that attended the recent meeting to review the dykes, which was a useful meeting.  TF has made suggestions for making changes to the position / angle of the grate which should help the flow of water.  TB clarified (and apologised for any confusion) that TF may not own both sides of the dyke as previously thought.  It is felt that it is impractical for residents to manage the dyke area in the future, and whilst it has coped with water better than anticipated, it would be very important to find better solutions for keeping the area maintained going forward.  GW felt that several ideas had been raised to improve the flow of water through the village but that there was an opportunity to have more ‘joined up’ thinking.  They are aware that Severn Trent are concerned with the ingress o the pumping station and their works should improve things. GW advised that TF will be digging out the dyke at the Church Lane end.  The other end is, potentially, deep enough but needs to be kept free of debris.  It is believed that TF owns the field side of the dyke, and individual home/landowners own the other side which could lead to issues with clearing the middle section.  The dyke at the back of Ivy Farm appears to be moving water away from fields.  It was felt there is potential, and it would be good, for the community to lead some sort of project with the support of the Parish Council (and to which they could report and provide updates – and look into answering a number of questions for review).   GW proposed that he would be happy to lead a group and use the PC as needed.  KPC members unanimously agreed to the proposal.  GW will liaise with HC as required and provide updates at a future meeting.
12. Flooding near the Old Mill / blocked drain (PM) 
Covered under agenda item 5 (flooding near Strawson’s field/sewer drain/Herons gate Drive).  Action – HC to try and chase project / scheduled works (20-16).
13. Church Lane / School Lane footpath (SB)
Damage had been caused by tyre tracks, as well as the hardcore being low.  AT advised TT is reviewing the site to establish the best plan of action (Action point 20-01).
