
Kirklington Parish Council Meeting
Minutes of the Ordinary Parish Council held in the Village Hall on Monday 3rd September 2018 (commencing 7.30pm).

1. Apologies for absence 
Cllr Penny Rainbow (PR).  Apologies were accepted by the Parish Council.
2. Declaration of interest 
None declared
3. Minutes of last meeting
The minutes from the last meeting, held on Mon 2nd July 2018, were agreed and signed as a true record. Proposed IW, seconded MS.  
4. Adjournment for matters to be raised by the public for future consideration

No issues raised.
5. County and District Councillor items
Southwell Road parking – BL advised that the petition has been formally submitted to Full Council at County Hall.  Once reviewed, the decision made will direct the course of action that will need to be taken, and by whom.  A response is likely to be towards the end of October.  BL has requested that consideration is given to the introduction of 15min waiting time zone as a priority, although enforcement would not be a solution in itself.  A meeting is being held with MP Mark Spencer on 14th Sept, and BL will contact him to ensure that he is aware of discussions that have already taken place so far, so that there is an understanding of history/current positions.  
Osmanthorpe speed limit review – BL advised that if a Traffic Regulation Order (TRO) is put in place as part of the Southwell Road parking review, it may be possible to extend the 30mph limit to Osmanthorpe as part of this, therefore, the outcome of the petition mentioned above will be key.
Planning request – BL advised that a retrospective planning request has been submitted for the additional teaching space at the School.

Minerals Local Plan (MLP) – BL advised that Averham (Flash Farm) is no longer under consideration as being one of the sites in the Plan.  A site at Kelham is not currently earmarked for developed (although it is possible that a developer may submit a speculative planning request).  The target is to have a seven-year supply of gravel, and current levels would provide a nine-year supply.  It is anticipated that ratification of the Plan will be at the end of 2019, and the Plan will be in place for 10 years.

Drains and road repairs – BL advised that due to a capital programme to review drains in Quarter 3 (Oct-Dec) it may not be possible to complete additional road repairs until then.  It was reported that a drain on Southwell Road, outside Mill Farm (the A617 side of the Mill), needs clearing.  New equipment for repairing potholes is being trialled during the Autumn, which should improve the accuracy and quality of repairs.  At a basic level the machine sprays hot tar into the hole, before it’s filled with tarmac and a gritty surface is applied.  As potholes deteriorate form the surface down, catching them earlier will enable them to be sealed more effectively.  Further updates will be given as the trial progresses.  Action - HC to report the blocked drain (18-30).

8. Traffic Report - Accident stats (IW)
i) A617 near the beet pad (Mansfield side) – 26th Aug (overnight) a car flipped into a hedge and landed on its roof – no further details at this time.
9. Financial matters (IW) – 
i) Balances - current account £3345.36, deposit account £19755.20 
ii) Clerk payment - payment for July and Aug - proposed AT, seconded MS.
The next instalment of the precept is due soon.
10. Planning Matters (HC):
i) 18/00681/FUL – Sharnbrook, Southwell Road – remodelling of façade, a two-storey rear extension and a first-floor side extension. Outcome: permission granted – information only
ii) 18/01483/TWCA – Somersall House, The Green – crown lift of two lime trees and reduction of copper beech tree.  Outcome: permission granted - information only
iii) 18/000649/FUL – Noble Foods, Bilsthorpe – proposed extension to mill including process building, warehouse and silo block.  Outcome: permission granted - information only (decision arrived after the agenda was circulated).
11. Community Funding / CIL Strategy (HC/all)
No additional items to review other than comments within the action log / agenda item 5.  
12. The Green – discuss the hedge and concealed drive notice (RSR)
Although a concern had been raised about a hedge blocking visibility, and blocking the pavement, when leaving The Green, it has not been reported as it has been cut back between the meeting and minutes being circulated.  An enquiry has been made about whether or not a sign could be placed on Southwell Road to warn drivers of the concealed entrance.  Action – HC to establish whether or not erecting a sign is possible (18-31).  

13. Roadworks – gain feedback about bridge repairs and gulley clearance (HC)
The bridge repairs have been carried out, and there were no known issues with the way in which works were completed.  No updates have been received about the gullies along Eakring Road.  Action – AT to review gullies along Eakring Road to see if works have been completed (17-33).
14. OVO Tour of Britain – route and decorative materials (HC)
A banner has been put up at the bottom end of the Village, flags have been delivered to the School, and leaflets have been / will be pushed through doors to encourage people to support the race.  Action – HC to send a reminder out to residents by email (18-32).
15. Minerals Local Plan – consultation is open for comments (HC)
Update provided by BL (section 5).  KPC members had no additional comments to make on the consultation.
16. Issues relating to speeding and HGC traffic – review resident concerns and actions so far (HC)
A resident has raised concerns about traffic volumes and speeds within the Village.  Whilst there may be limited steps that can be taken with regard to volumes, HC contacted the local Policing team who confirmed that traffic cameras do patrol the area, but the use of penalty notices can be reviewed.  It was also suggested that the Village may be interested in setting up/taking part in a Speed Watch Scheme.  IW advised that something similar had been done in the past so could be reviewed again, if only to make motorists see that the areas is being monitored.  Action – IW to review the Scheme and consider what form this could take.  HC to review when the next traffic survey is due / scheduled (18-33).
17. Correspondence (HC):
i) Dementia / Alzheimer’s Carer Information Programmes – information sessions for carers of people with dementia – courses in Newark and Nottingham during Oct/Nov.  Action – HC to circulate to residents.
ii) Village Hall event – MistaBeat 15th Sept 7.30pm – contact Village Hall for tickets.  This event has now been cancelled due to lack of interest.
iii) Church services – Holy Communion 9th Sept at 9am and Harvest Festival 23rd Sept at 6pm with refreshments in the Village Hall afterwards.  Action – HC to send reminders to residents.
iv) Newsletter from Paddy Tipping.  Action – HC to circulate to residents.
v) NSDC Statement of Principles for the Gambling Act / Statement of Licensing Policy Consultation – any comments to be submitted to NSDC asap.  Info only – no comments required.
vi) Repairs to School Lane Bus Shelter – update about repairs to take place over the summer.  Info only.
vii) Parish Conference – proposals for N. Muskham to host event 13th October.  Action – HC to circulate to KPC members.

AOB:

There is an increase in dog fouling in some areas of the Village, and concerns that some dogs (off the lead) are approaching other dogs, including those on leads, in an unsafe manner.  It was felt a reminder should be sent out to remind owners to control their dogs, as well as clear up after them, for health and safety reasons.  It may be that other dog walkers see issues and could report concerns.  The Dog Warden can be contacted, and penalty notices/fines issued in some cases.  Action – HC to send out an update to residents to request they take responsibility for their own dogs and highlights concerns as required (18-34).
