
Kirklington Parish Council Meeting
Minutes of the Ordinary Parish Council held in the Village Hall on Monday 3rd February 2020 (commencing 7.30pm).

1. Apologies for absence 

Bob Radford (RSR), Martin Smith (MS), and Cllr Malcolm Brock (MB) were unavailable due to work commitments.  Apologies were accepted by the Parish Council.
2. Declaration of interest 

None declared.
3. Minutes of last meeting

The minutes from the last meeting, held on Mon 6th January 2020, were agreed and signed as a true record. Proposed IW, seconded AT.
4. Adjournment for matters to be raised by the public for future consideration

No new items raised.
5. County and District Councillor items
· CCTV Survey of drainage systems (A617/Southwell Rd) – BL advised that the sewerage system has been ‘contaminated’ by rainwater, so works are being done to review the current position.  IW advise that the pumping station is at maximum capacity, and there are two leaks which are due to be fixed, so surface water is an additional strain.  BL confirmed that all agencies should be working together as all utilities have to apply (and pay) for permits for works.  The fees will fund six inspectors.  BL reassured IW that they should be aware of the concerns about surface water creating issues.
· MyNottsApp – BL advised that a new app (for smartphones and tablets) is now live and it allows you to see what is happening with Notts County Council (NCC) and enables the reporting of issues using GPS to provide more precise locations.  The app is accessed / downloaded via NCC’s website.  They will expand the number of services covered under the app (Highways is currently covered).
· Blocked gullies – IW advised that a number of gullies are blocked, especially one near lamp post number 17 (as well as along Eakring Rd (which have previously been reported as cleared despite no works having actually taken place).  Action – BL to pass information to Highways to review (20-02).
· Dustbins – PR advised that the fee for having brown bins (garden waste) has remained the same and NSDC are responsible for these services (including finding ways of preventing people having to have bins outside the fronts of properties, such as for terraces).
· Graffiti – PR advised that services for removing graffiti are being reviewed and improved (including being able to send photos), and they are working hard to reduce the backlog of requests.
· Investment in Newark – PR advised that up to £25million is being earmarked for the town.  A working group is being set up which includes the community (not just Councillors).

· Climate Control – PR advised that a working group is being set up to look at how carbon footprints can be reduced / removed.

· Dumped waste – AT advised that tonnes of rubble have been dumped in a field between Kirklington and Halam (on the long straight) and have been there for some time.  Action – PR to review (20-06).
6. Safer Neighbourhood Group (SS)
The local PCSO was unable to attend the last meeting so any issues have been emailed to them for review.  SS has made him aware of youths that have been hanging around the dam.  Concerns were also raised about people trying to sell energy packages at peoples’ doors during the evenings (e.g. 9pm) – they are not permitted to sell in this way and certainly should not be doing so at that time of night.  The PCSO has been made aware.  The next meeting is next week (wc 10th Feb).

	NCC have advised that the land near the Church has been ruled out for development due to the costs, dangerous implications for access on/off the A617 and, realistically, the fact that it may not be fully used.  Parking onsite at the School (staff parking) is still being investigated and costed - the project will review entrances/exits to the site as well as the site of the parking and routes cars will take etc.  It will also help to ensure that there is enough space for turning and taxi drop-offs.  HC has received an email from NSDC which confirms that CIL money can be used for such a project.  SB will confirm to the head that quotes and plans would need to be made available before we could make a final decision on spending.    Although staff are currently parking on residents driveways, and this is a lovely show of goodwill, it is not a guaranteed situation going forward.  Enabling the staff to park on site should help ensure that the number of cars parked all day on Southwell Road/ School Lane is minimised.  Although the drop-off and pick-up times will continue to be busy the majority of the day should be clear.

	SB advised that although NCC are still trying to establish who owned the section of boundary, the current quote for replacing the fencing around the School boundary is £25k (of which NCC will pay half) - the fencing will have to be installed around the whole boundary and not just along the section that has been removed.  The School PTA will now have to use the money they have raised for another project to go towards this.  At the moment it is not known whether or not access will be permitted for residents to make use of the playing field as has been the case previously.  The Sir John Eastwood Trust gave the playing field to the School so it may be possible to find out what (if any) terms are in place.

Traffic Report - Accident stats (IW) 
No new incidents have been reported.  IW advised there were 16 incidents in 2019 which is an increase on previous years.  White lines need to be re-painted from the Newark side of the village along to the Lockwell Hill roundabout as they cannot easily be seen (especially in poor weather conditions).  Action – HC to report to NCC (20-07).
9. Financial matters (IW) 
i) Balances - current account £3300.89, deposit account £19806.31, including CIL funding £15218.18.  
ii) Clerk payment - payment for January’s hours - proposed SB, seconded PM.  
iii) Domain name renewal (website) – unanimous agreement to pay £28.78 to renew the website’s domain name for two years (due 27/2).  Proposed AT, sec SS.  Action – HC to organise payment either by passing details to IW, or by making payment and claiming back on next Clerk invoice (20-08).
10. Planning Matters (HC) 
i) 20/00084/FUL – The Bungalow, Southwell Rd – application to replace single storey rear extension, conversion of existing attic rooms into dormer and general house remodelling, inc amendments to access gates and boundary wall.  All five Councillors advised of no objections to the proposals. Action – HC to submit response of ‘no objection’ to NSDC (20-09).
11. NALC Consultation – Strengthening Police powers to tackle unauthorised encampments (HC)
HC led a discussion and collated views / answers to consultation questions with regard to the Police having additional powers to take actions against unauthorised encampments.  Action – HC to submit responses (as per NALC email) (20-10).
12. Belle Eau Park concerns regarding Yearsleys lorries (HC) 
HC read out an email from a resident at Belle Eau Park who advised that the issues relating to Yearsley’s lorries continues to be a big concern - including wrongly accessing the industrial estate, creating issues / damage when turning and exiting, and inconsiderate behaviour when parking overnight (which they should not be doing).  HC has responded to confirm concerns will be raised and reviewed at this meeting, and that the Parish Council would review the questions raised about whether haulier’s licences can be reviewed (which the PC does not have involvement in).  HC advised that a letter has also been received from a planning consultant (wsp Indigo) advising of proposals to expand the site (which has now been taken over by a company called Lineage).  There was unanimous agreement that contact should be made with the planning consultants to ensure they are aware of ongoing issues, and to advise that support for proposals would not be considered until considerable steps have been taken to ensure problems are minimised / mitigated.  It was also agreed that attempts should be made to contact Lineage in case that staff have changed, and to see if the issues can be raised (again).  Open invites will be given to both to attend future PC meetings.  PR was made aware of the situation.  Action – HC to draft a letter for review before sending to Lineage / wsp Indigo (with a copy to Mark Spencer’s office) (20-11).
13. Royal British Legion Lamp Post Poppies (HC)
HC advised that the Royal British Legion are running a campaign through which poppies can be purchased to attached to lamp posts which could be used for VE-Day celebrations, as well as Remembrance Day – an investment for future years.  Boxes of 30 poppies are available at a suggested donation of £3 per poppy.  KPC members unanimously agreed to the purchase of 30 poppies.  Action – HC to request the poppies and organise payment either by passing details to IW, or by making payment and claiming back on next Clerk invoice (20-12).
14. April’s meeting date and PC Holidays (HC)
HC requested that PC members advise of holidays / when unavailable so that emails and correspondence can be directed accordingly.  HC asked to either amend the date of April’s meeting, or that someone else take minutes if kept to Mon 6th April, due to holidays.  KPC members unanimously agreed to move April’s meeting to Tues 7th April.  Action – HC to update calendars and website (20-13). 
15. Potholes (RSR)
RSR was not available to give specific details about potholes of concern.  Action – RSR to confirm further information (locations) so issues can be reported (20-14).
16. Christmas Tree (RSR)
RSR was not available to discuss the issue so it will be reviewed at the next meeting unless resolved sooner than that.
17. Correspondence (HC) – already circulated / info only:
i) 12/1 NCC Highways update – A617 roadworks 26/1 pothole repairs – improvements have not been set as yet – will raise again in the future if needed.
ii) 20/1 VE Day Service – details of service at Southwell Minster on 10th May.  Action – HC to respond to confirm that RSR will attend (20-15). 

iii) 23/1 NCC Highways update – A617/Southwell Road traffic lights 29/1 – 4/1 (CCTV Survey for Drainage System) – additional info in section 5.
iv) 27/1 NALC Employment update – including flexible working, bereavement leave, zero-hour contracts (info only).
