
Kirklington Parish Council Meeting
Minutes of the Ordinary Parish Council held in the Village Hall on Monday 2nd September 2019 (commencing 7.30pm).

1. Apologies for absence 

Bob Radford (RSR) - holidays.  Apologies were accepted by the Parish Council.
2. Declaration of interest 

None declared.
3. Minutes of last meeting

The minutes from the last meeting, held on Mon 8th July 2019, were agreed and signed as a true record. Proposed AT, seconded IW.  
4. Adjournment for matters to be raised by the public for future consideration


· Resident enquiry about overgrown vegetation along the footpath on the hill – AT confirmed that the hedge would be due to be cut after the harvest has been done (with landowner having to give consideration to costs and ease of doing the work on a dangerous stretch of road).  Action – HC to update resident (19-41).
· WINGS School update – two students were found in a resident’s garden and arrested by the Police (who have advised to contact them in such circumstances using 101 or 999 depending on the urgency).  Action – IW to contact WINGS to establish if there is a process for contacting the School directly out of hours (19-42).
5. County and District Councillor items
· Eakring Road road surface – AT advise that no progress has been made to improve the area.  BL advised that it will be added to the top three priority list for review. 
There were no major issues to report from District / County levels.  BL provided HC with contact details for the Public Rights of Way Officer.

6. Safer Neighbourhood Group (SS)
SS provided an overview of updates at the last SNG meeting as follows:
· A number of linked burglaries are being investigated in the Lowdham / Epperstone area

· Issues with rally cars in the area appear to have reduced

· Every village is experiencing school parking issues, especially near Bleasby railway, and also in Farnsfield – additional visits / patrols from the camera car have been requested.

7. Action points review

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Ivy Farm

The site has been sold.  It is not known what plans are in store 

at the moment but updates will be shared as soon as made 

available.

Action: Continue to monitor. 

16-45HCNov-16ongoing
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The next meeting between MP Mark Spencer, NCC 

representatives and residents will be on 13th Sept.  Agendas 

appear to have been circulated to a wider audience than just 

those who attended the previous meeting.  KPC members look 

forward to establishing the current position, understanding what 

option are, or are not, available and why, and being able to agree 

next steps in trying to make improvements which will improve 

traffic and parking.    It is understood that options may include 

exploring the use of 'H bars', how to create pull in points, and 

the introduction of maximum waiting times, as well as making 

the area outside the school easier for turning / taxi drop offs.  

However, the meeting should clarify such points.  With regard to 

the speed limit at / near Osmanthorpe, there are a number of 

technical / legal guidelines which dictate the places at which 

speed limits can be changed / and the distances required (IW 

has liaised with a NCC Highways representative).  It was 

identified that the area does have some 'natural' speed limiters 

i.e. junctions / bends.  Extending the 30mph speed limit from 

the village out past residences at Osmanthorpe would not be 

possible due to the need for additional street lighting etc.  Due 

to distances stated under regulations, a reduction to 40mph 

would require its start point to be beyond the Kirklington side of 

the Mill bridge.  It was felt that this may encourage an increase 

in speed in an area which may not be safe to support this, 

especially as the project to review School parking is looking to 

see where else cars could park.  Naturally it is important to 

make the area as safe as possible for walkers, and it was 

suggested that the potential for creating a walkway / footpath 

should be revisited if it is not practical to alter the speed limit.

Action: IW to pass on comments and thoughts regarding 

speed limit change to NCC (MK), and establish next steps.  

The meeting on 13th Sept will be discussed at October's 

KPC meeting to see what happens next.

8. Traffic Report - Accident stats (IW) 
· Eakring Road – 11th August – estate car hit a tree and ended up in a ditch (on the bends) – Police attended.
· Eakring Road junction – 12th August (afternoon) – emergency services attended an accident.

9. Financial matters (IW) 
i) Balances - current account £3967.47, deposit account £19789.28, including CIL funding £15218.18.  
ii) Clerk payment - payment for July and August - proposed PM, seconded AT.
iii) Village Christmas Tree - RSR has requested £100 to be authorised in readiness for the purchase of the village Christmas tree.  KPC members unanimously agreed to the payment – proposed IW, seconded MS.
10. Planning Matters (HC) 
i) 19/01347/FUL – Fallows End, Main Street – demolish existing garage, new single storey front extension, replace front window with bay window, new detached garage, new front boundary hedge with associated gate (resubmission of 19/00619/FUL).  Outcome – response of ‘no objection’ submitted on the understanding that comments by neighbour(s) would be supported (deadline was before the next meeting – responses gathered by email).

ii) 19/01421/FUL – Holmlea, Southwell Road - Application for replacement rear extension.  Outcome – KPC members unanimously supported the proposals on condition that neighbours had no objections/concerns.  Action – HC to submit decision of ‘no objection’ to NSDC (19-43).
MB advised that NSDC are considering holding two Planning meetings per month (rather than one) as reducing agenda sizes should encourage greater time and focus for agenda items.  Consideration is also being given to move greater decision-making powers to officers.

11. Flooding strategy (HC)
HC enquired if consideration should be given to formally recording areas at risk of flooding, actions taken etc so information is available to review if needed.  KPC members discussed this and advised that although there were exceptional circumstances in 2006, most other issues were more minor and could be resolved (rather than being ongoing issues).  It was acknowledged that the area from the fishing lake to The Greet, and The Greet flood plain, areas have increased when identified on search maps.  Main issues could relate to the dyke, for which the drainage board have completed works in line with their responsibilities.  Roadways, drives and underground areas would be referred to the County Council.  It could be useful to clarify who has responsibility for which areas specifically in order to quickly react to any issues.  The relevant landowner is likely to review, and complete any necessary digging, once harvest has been completed.  
12. Overgrown walkways (PM)

PM updated BL about the dangerous tree branch which was overhanging the walkway, and the overgrown nettles on the riverside walk.  Action – BL to look into who responsibility it is to sort the branch; PM to review need for cutting back nettles and contact relevant landowner if required (19-44).
