
Kirklington Parish Council Meeting
Minutes of the Ordinary Parish Council held in the Village Hall on Monday 1st October 2018 (commencing 7.30pm).

1. Apologies for absence 

Bob Radford (RSR) – holidays. Apologies were accepted by the Parish Council.
2. Declaration of interest 

None declared
3. Minutes of last meeting

The minutes from the last meeting, held on Mon 3rd September 2018, were agreed and signed as a true record. Proposed AT, seconded IW.  
4. Adjournment for matters to be raised by the public for future consideration


NW raised concerns about the retrospective planning request for the School’s teaching space.  Whilst very supportive of the facility, NW felt that it meant his property was overlooked (and that the property overlooked the teaching space).  Preferred options would have been for its position to be rotated by 90 degrees, or for windows to be situated on the other side / away from properties.
5. County and District Councillor items
· Robin Hood Caravan Park – PR advised that Environmental Health have assessed the site to check that relevant pipes have been blocked off to prevent leakage onto surrounding land.  Further issues should be reported.  A count of caravans has been requested along with checks to be made to ensure that people are not staying for longer than the 28 day maximum (and not using as permanent residences).

· Southwell Road parking – BL confirmed that the project to improve parking (along with the review of the speed limit for Osmanthorpe) is one of his official ‘top five’ priorities for the year.  The petition has been reviewed and information should become available online.  We need to await the actions that follow which will ‘steer’ the path to be taken and indicate what actions need to be taken and who will have responsibilities.  BL is meeting with MP Mark Spencer in November.  BL will liaise with the Young Peoples Committee with regard to moving the fence at the front of the School if that becomes an option to consider (after others are being reviewed).  BL advised that they may consider the use of a single yellow line along a section of Southwell Road, along with limiting waiting times, as these would then be enforceable. It was suggested that traffic should be monitored before, and after, and speed limit changes at Osmanthorpe to be able to assess the success of the changes – BL will arrange for statistics to be taken.  A working party has been formed to look at parking near schools, as a whole, of which Kirklington is the first to be reviewed.  SB and NW agreed that staff being able to park on driveways of residents (with permission) has definitely made an improvement.  It was highlighted that whilst taking photographs may provide useful examples / evidence of traffic issues, photos absolutely cannot be taken if there are children/families in them due to safeguarding / legal requirements.  Concerns were also raised about cars having been damaged (possibly with keys) so people should watch out for suspicious behaviour.
· Castle House, Newark – BL advised moving NSDCs offices to Castle House in town has led to an 80% increase in footfall, as you would expect now that more residents can visit in person.  

· A614 improvements – BL advised that £18m is to be spent on improving junctions and roundabouts on the A614, including Mickledale Lane which will potentially have traffic lights installed.

6. Safer Neighbourhood Group (SS)
The last meeting was cancelled so no updates available at this time.  SS advised that at a previous meeting it was shared that burglaries at school times are becoming a theme.  Lowdham has experienced some issues relating to antisocial behaviour.  Door-to-door sales (some with the intention of ‘checking out’ properties) should reduce over winter but any suspicious activity should be reported to the Police on 101.

8. Traffic Report - Accident stats (IW)
i) Bottom end of the village / Osmanthorpe – 12th Sept a car went into a hedge activating airbags, Police aware.
ii) A617 within temporary roadworks – 10th or 11th Sept – an accident took place within roadworks to repair lighting within the village – details unknown (other than it creating large tailbacks).

9. Financial matters (IW) – 
i) Balances - current account £6110.86, deposit account £4537.02, CIL funding £15218.18 (CIL funding has been separated out for clarity). 
ii) Clerk payment - payment for Sept - proposed PM, seconded SS.
iii) Precept £3000 – since the agenda was circulated, the latest instalment of the precept has been received, and will be allocated out to bills which will be shown in agendas/minutes as normal.
Action – HC to add budget and room bookings to November’s agenda (18-36).
10. Planning Matters (HC) -
After the agenda was circulated, the following planning requests came in which KPC members unanimously agreed to review as part of this meeting:
i) 18/01804/FUL – Little Cricket, Eakring Road – application for proposed three bay timber framed garage, decision deadline 18th October 2018.  Outcome:  KPC members all voted in agreement for a decision of ‘no objection’.
ii) FR3/3915 – Kirklington Primary School, School Lane – retrospective planning application for the retention of 8m x 4m timber building, decision deadline 14th October 2018.  The proposals were discussed with the principle being supported but with shared concern about the position of the teaching space and a desire for it to be moved either 90 or 180 degrees.  It was acknowledged that there wasn’t a suitable alternative position on the School’s site.  It was commented that previous lack of consultation had been disappointing as an opportunity to discuss plans would have been appreciated.  KPC members voted with the overall decision being to object to proposals with above comments (1 - abstain, 1 – support, 4 – object).  
Action – HC to submit decisions to NSDC and NCC (18-37).
11. Community Funding / CIL Strategy (HC/all)
This item had been included as a ‘standard’ agenda item to ensure that opportunities for spending were considered and discussed.  As it has been agreed that funding will be allocated to the footpath, and to improve parking, this item is no longer required, and will be removed from future agendas (unless required again in the future).
12. Church Lane footpath sign (HC) 
The footpath sign on Church Lane had rotted through / fallen and has now been replaced.
13. New bus service (HC)
Initially a new bus service (28b) was to run between Mansfield and Southwell, stopping in Kirklington at various times each day.  The service then stopped running fairly quickly after starting.  No information has been received about the service at all from Stage Coach, with information coming from Parish Councillors and villagers.  It is possible that the changes are related to a campaign about bus services that Southwell residents have been working on.  HC has contacted the Southwell Scoop who will be providing details of campaigners who may be able to help.  Action – HC to find out what is happening and provide an update when available (18-38).
14. Village thefts (HC) 
Two thefts have occurred in the Village recently.  The car of a parent picking up their child from the School was broken into while parked on Southwell Road, and items stolen include a bag and phone.  Also, the Church’s donation box was ripped from the wall and contents emptied.  The Police are aware and the local PCSO has stepped up patrols in the area.  Residents have been emailed to advise.

viii) OVO Tour of Britain Thank you – organisers thanked everyone for the support received, and politely requested that decorations are now taken down (if not already done).
ix) Co-op lorries – HC has been in contact with the Transport Manager for Co-Op who has confirmed that their lorries should still be going to the Southwell store via Hockerton, and to provide feedback of those using Southwell Road.  Action – HC to send update to residents to advise.
x) Station Road closure – Station Road will be closed 16th/17th October for Severn Trent works.  Action – HC to update residents.
Action – HC to send emails to KPC members/residents as required/noted above (18-40).

Additionally – HC to contact Squires to check the route that they use and to enquire if larger vehicles can go via Hockerton / avoid Southwell Road if at all possible (18-41).
