1. Apologies for absence
Helen Cowlan (HC) (Clerk) – illness.  Apologies were accepted by the Parish Council.

2. Declaration of interest
None
3. Minutes of last meeting
The minutes from the last meeting, held on Monday 6th November 2017, were agreed and signed as a true record. Proposed AT, seconded MS.  
4. Adjournment for matters to be raised by the public for future consideration
SS advised of a pothole on the A617, going up the hill out of Kirklington.  Action – SS to report to Highways (18-01).
RSR advised of concern regarding the laurel hedge at the entrance to The Green, which is badly overgrown.  Action – HC to write to the Council to chase (NCC have previously advised it didn’t meet the criteria for attention) (17-24).
SS advised of a misplaced drain cover on Home Farm Lane.  Action – SS to forward photograph(s) to HC for HC to report (18-02).
5. County and District Councillor items
NSDC Chief Executive – PR advised that the Deputy Chief Executive will be acting Chief Executive at NSDC.  The new cycle of meetings starts on Monday 15th January so more information will be available then.
Robin Hood Caravan Park – PR advised that the decision had gone to appeal.  The owner had been asked to tidy up the site and PR will contact the relevant department to investigate this.  AT advised that the sewerage problems were still ongoing and questioned why the site had not been closed down by Environmental Health, who had previously advised this would be the case even if planning permission was granted.
Minerals Local Plan –  BL asked if KPC had completed the questionnaire which is part of the initial consultation.  The first 10 questions must be completed and will go in front of Council in February.  Action – HC to contact NCC (MH) (18-03). 
Highways – BL advised that VIA was being scrutinised very closely with regards to performance rating.  More money should be available for highways due to the state of the roads throughout the area.  BL advised that there will be regular liaison meetings with VIA to assess the repair of potholes.

6. Safer Neighbourhood Group

AT advised that he’d had an attempted break in at the farm, and a neighbouring farmer in Eakring had had a tank of diesel stolen.

9. Traffic Report - Accident stats (IW)
A617 – a car fire on the hill going out of Kirklington closed the road for two hours – no other details.
Eakring Road – a car came off the road but no details are available in terms of Police attendance etc.

10. Financial matters (HC) – 
i) Balances - current account £4015.11, deposit account £19747.45  

ii) Clerk payment - payment for November and December - proposed AT, seconded MS.

iii) Payment to the Village Hall– payment of £60 approved for electrical work for the defibrillator – proposed RSR, seconded PM.
iv) Payment to the Church (email from the Church requesting support with costs received) – previously approved payment of £1200 – proposed RSR, seconded AT

v) Payment for Christmas tree – previously approved payment of £50 to reimburse RSR for the cost of the Christmas tree – proposed SB, seconded SS.

vi) Precept – as documented in November’s minutes, there will be an increase in precept from £5800-£6000 (3.5%).  Action – IW to submit requirements to NSDC (17-55).
vii) Appointment of Auditors – ongoing, update to be provided once confirmed/available.  Action – due to being unable to attend this meeting HC will carry updates forward to the next meeting (18-04).
11. Planning Matters (HC):
i) 17/02253/FUL – 3 Home Farm Lane – Extension to kitchen/diner OUTCOME: no objection
ii) 17/02284/FUL – Home Farm, Main Street – demolish/replace rear extension and new dormer first floor rear window (resubmission of 17/00960/FUL) OUTCOME:  objection re size and overlooking Forge Cottage/Holly Cottage/new property 
Action – HC to submit responses to NSDC (18-05).

iii) 17/01852/TWCA – Church Farm Barn, Church Lane – fell horse chestnut tree due to disease – permission granted – INFO ONLY

iv) 17/01912/TWCA – Lin Cottage, Main Street – branch removal on an acer, and felling of a silver birch and ash trees – permission granted – INFO ONLY
12. Community Funding / CIL Strategy (HC/all)
The infrastructure of the Church’s clock tower needs improvements, and is the war memorial forming a village asset.  Also, the footpath which runs from School Lane to Church Lane will need maintenance to the hardcore surface.  Action – HC to contact NSDC to establish where responsibility for footpath maintenance lies and also enquire if CIL funding could be used for either area suggested (16-40).
13. Fencing (RSR)
A concern was raised about the fencing near the paddocks on Southwell Road (past The Mill) in terms of proximity to the road / verge encroachment.  
Action – HC to ask MK about the position of the fence in relation to the Highway (18-06).

14. Correspondence (HC): 
i) PCSO update – Kirklington’s PCSO is now Keith Crowhurst - SS attending SNG meeting 9th January 
ii) Local Minerals Plan – consultation on initial stages/higher level proposals with deadline of 14th Jan – see agenda item 5
iii) Planning Training – NSDC providing training on the planning process on 22nd Jan.  Action – HC has received an information pack since this meeting and will circulate by email (18-07).
iv) CIL Charging schedule – NSDC proposals for making changes to the CIL charges for new building projects have been implemented – info only
v) NCC updates – Nottinghamshire are giving consideration to moving school holiday dates by making the summer holidays a week shorter and adding that to the October half term break – info only
