
Kirklington Parish Council Meeting
Minutes of the Ordinary Parish Council held in the Village Hall on Monday 2nd July 2018 (commencing 7.30pm).

1. Apologies for absence – Cllr Penny Rainbow (PR), Cllr Bruce Laughton (BL), Annabel Warden (AW).  Apologies were accepted by the Parish Council.
2. Declaration of interest None declared
3. Minutes of last meeting
The minutes from the last meeting, held on 11th June 2018, were agreed and signed as a true record. Proposed RSR, seconded IW.  
4. Adjournment for matters to be raised by the public for future consideration
· Parking on Southwell Road – DW advised that the residents are looking to find solutions for parking issues on School Lane/Southwell Road (caused by School-related traffic).  They are aware of the Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL) funding and are requesting the Parish Council support them by using this funding if needed.  Examples given for reducing risks were suggested - by creating additional parking areas (by pushing fencing back, or clearing space near bushes), or creating turning space for taxis.    AW advised that funding may be available through NCC but it’s not known if the School have applied for this.  SS advised that BL would look at NCC funding.  Concerns raised were to ensure sustainability of improvements in road safety, as well as improving the quality of life for residents.  There are concerns about house prices.  It is understood that NSDC and/or NCC would have to give permission for changes to go ahead in most cases.  IW advised that the PC understood concerns and were behind residents in terms of wanting positive changes. PW confirmed they were wanting to find realistic solutions.  GR advised of concerns regarding all day parking on the main road (not just drop off / pick up).  DW discussed how previous proposals had been to remove a hedge to create parking, although acknowledged that this may not provide a nice outlook for some residents.  One option could be to push back the fence at the front and create a fenced off area for a walkway.  A petition has been submitted but there is a desire to drive a community effort.  IW advised a small portion of CIL will go towards repairing / improving the Church Lane/School Lane footpath, and possibly the Church drive.  HC advised that the Head of the School is exploring whether staff may be able to park on residents’ driveways.  DW advised that there may be the potential for buses to park near The Moor e.g. for School trips and enquired if the drop off for The Minster School could be moved (raised as an action at the recent meeting with the School).  SS said the School could let residents know when events are taking place to give people chance to plan around them.  Action – HC to contact NSDC to establish if improvements to parking meet CIL funding requirements, and what is needed in terms of consultation / engagement.  HC to request School contacts residents regarding future events (16-40).

8. Traffic Report - Accident stats (IW)
i) Southwell Road junction – lamp post damaged in collision one evening (8.45pm) approx. two weeks ago - injuries / details unknown
ii) A617 / Bilsthorpe turning fork (possibly heading towards Mansfield) - 20th June - incident involving a motorcycle – believed to be walking wounded 

9. Financial matters (IW) –

10. Planning Matters (HC):
i) 17/00147/FUL – Robin Hood Caravan Park, Belle Eau Park – removal/variation of condition 4 and works to facilitate additional 15 caravans.  Outcome: permission refused (info only as per PR update at June’s meeting).
11. Community Funding / CIL Strategy (HC/all)
No additional items to review other than comments within the action log / agenda item 4.  
12. GDPR Compliance (HC)
KPC members need to review and agree / formally sign off documents to ensure compliance with General Data Protection Regulations:
i) To confirm that at this stage there is no requirement to appoint a Data Protection Officer (Parish Councils are exempt) 
ii) To adopt the Data Map

iii) To adopt the Data Protection Policy, Subject Access Request Procedure, Data Breach Policy and Records Retention Policy

iv) To adopt the Privacy Notices

v) To receive complete Security Compliance Checklists from all Councillors

vi) To resolve that the council registers with the Information Commissioners Office (ICO and pays the relevant Data Protection fee (£40)

HC provided another overview of each point above in terms of what was required and why (documents have been previously circulated to the Council).  The documents will be reviewed annually, or sooner if changes are required (at which point formal agreement / sign off will be minuted).  KPC members unanimously agreed to adopt all of the above documents and to pay the fee of £40 to register with the ICO (formally proposed RSR, seconded SS).  Action – HC to add documents to website and send payment to ICO for registration / complete registration (18-17).
13. NSDC Civic Service (RSR)
RSR attended the service and advised it was very good.
14. Cycle Live (HC)
A resident contacted KPC to advise that there had been a party in the Village (along the route) and was concerned that abuse had been shouted to people attending as they approached and / or parked (safely).  Action – HC to pass details to organisers (18-29).
15. Correspondence (HC):
i) Road works 26th-28th June, A617 - new water connection

ii) Road works 30th July-3rd Aug, Southwell Rd (The Mill) - repairs to the bridge

iii) Road works 16th July-6th Aug, Eakring Road - gully cleansing
iv) Tour of Britain (received after agenda circulated) – 8th Sept – route will come from Bilsthorpe, down Southwell Road, towards Edingley – information to be sent nearer the time
AOB:

· A resident has removed the tarmac which had been left in the Village (fly tipping) – vigilance required.

· SS wanted to formally note thanks to Marie Smith for a positive and proactive contribution at the recent meeting with the School to review parking issues.

· Traffic lights on A617 (near Church Lane) – feedback given to Highways Dept regarding lack of warning to drivers, which also meant Church Lane junction got blocked (as well as being dangerous when braking).
