

Kirklington Parish Council Meeting
Minutes of the Ordinary Parish Council held in the Village Hall on Monday 11th June 2018 (commencing 7.30pm).

1. Apologies for absence Andrew Twidale (AT) – holiday. Apologies were accepted by the Parish Council.
2. Declaration of interest None declared
3. Minutes of last meeting
The Annual Parish meeting, Annual Parish Council meeting and ‘ordinary’ Parish Council meetings were held on Monday 14th May 2018.  The minutes from the meetings were agreed and signed as a true record. Proposed SB, seconded RSR.  
4. Adjournment for matters to be raised by the public for future consideration
· Lorries on Southwell Road – HC received an email from a resident who enquired about the weight limit for the bridge at The Mill and advised a few Squires lorries had been observed using Southwell Road recently.  NCC have confirmed that the bridge doesn’t have a ‘structural’ limit and could withstand the weight of HGVs, however, it is subject to the ‘environmental’ weight limit as it is within the restricted zone.  HC has replied to the resident to confirm lorries should only be using the road to get to an end destination within the restricted zone and should not be using it as a ‘through’ road or shortcut.  For example, Co-Op lorries are specifically instructed to use Corkhill Lane.  It was confirmed to the resident that if any details can be provided e.g. time/date, vehicle reg, HC will check will pass them on to the relevant companies, so they can ensure drivers are following procedures.
· Verges – it was raised that verges between Kirklington and Southwell, and those on Station Road towards Halam, need cutting (at least on corners / junctions where visibility is obscured).  Action – HC to report to NCC (18-25).
· Foothpaths – PM advised that the footpaths on the regular maintenance route / plan need cutting.  As exact dates aren’t known, it’s possible that they were cut earlier in the season, however, they have grown / are in need of attention. Action – HC to contact the Footpaths Officer to confirm where they are on the schedule (in terms of next cut) and request they are cut (18-25).
5. County and District Councillor items
Robin Hood Caravan Park – PR advised that one of the conditions within the planning review was that residents could only stay on site for up to 28 days in a calendar year (for which a register would be required).  A request to remove the condition has been refused (by NSDC).  Land contamination problems have reoccurred, and a site visit identified that the regularity with which tanks are emptied needs to be reviewed.  The current number of caravans on site exceeds that permitted so steps will need to be taken to reduce numbers or apply to be able to have more.  
6. Safer Neighbourhood Group 
SS advised that there hasn’t been a meeting since the last KPC meeting.  RSR advised that a caravanette that was stolen locally (possibly Farnsfield) was recovered at Tolney Lane.  SS confirmed that a swing at Top Dam had been put back up but has been taken down again, along with more rubbish being cleared.

8. Traffic Report - Accident stats (IW)

9. Financial matters (IW) – 
i) Balances - current account £3818.12, deposit account £19752.71 
ii) Clerk payment - payment for May - proposed SS, seconded PM.
10. Planning Matters (HC):
i) 18/00681/FUL – Sharnbrook, Southwell Road – Householder application for remodelling of façade, a two-storey rear extension and a first-floor side extension.  Outcome: No objection (unanimous agreement) on the understanding that the additional windows are for lighting, and that it is possible to overlook neighbours through them.  Action – HC to submit decision (18-26).
11. Community Funding / CIL Strategy (HC/all)
No additional items to review other than comments within the action log.  
12. School (HC/all)
HC, SB and MS provided updates and information to ensure that all KPC members were up to date.  The hope is to organise a meeting between the School, residents and the Parish Council to establish facts and agree next steps.  It was felt that the School should take the lead, but that KPC wanted to have attendance there.  It was suggested the Cllr Bruce Laughton could chair the meeting at the Village Hall and that HC could take minutes.  Action – PR to contact BL to confirm his involvement and check when he is available.  SB to liaise with MS to also look at dates, agenda structure and Village Hall booking (17-53).
13. General Data Protection Regulations (GDPR) (HC)
HC provided an overview / refresher on key points of the new regulations and, more specifically, how the Parish Council will be affected.  As a small group, the main personal data held is email addresses of residents.  HC confirmed that residents on the mailing list have confirmed their wish to subscribe and anyone who hasn’t responded have had their email addresses removed.  Action – HC to circulate relevant emails and documents to KPC members for ease of reference (18-17).
14. GDPR Compliance (HC)
i) To confirm that at this stage there is no requirement to appoint a Data Protection Officer (Parish Councils are exempt)

ii) To adopt the Data Map

iii) To adopt the Data Protection Policy, Subject Access Request Procedure, Data Breach Policy and Records Retention Policy

iv) To adopt the Privacy Notices

v) To receive complete Security Compliance Checklists from all Councillors

vi) To resolve that the council registers with the Information Commissioners Office (ICO and pays the relevant Data Protection fee (£40)

HC provided an overview of each point above in terms of what was required and why (documents have been previously circulated to the Council).  Due to recent KPC member holidays, and other commitments, it was agreed that item 14 would be moved to July’s agenda to ensure everyone has time to read through the documents thoroughly, before sign-off.  Action – HC to add to July’s agenda (18-17).
15. Correspondence (HC):
i) Bridge repairs (The Mill) – road closure required for bridge repairs wc30/7 (5 days) – NCC advised that residents have been contacted - further confirmation to be sent nearer the time (info only)
ii) Gully clearance – gullies between Kirklington and Lockwell Hill completed at the end of May.  Action – HC to contact NC to confirm their definition of ‘gullies’ i.e. the literal drains at the road edges, or the drainage ditches at the sides.  Also, to enquire why gullies weren’t cleared within the village as part of that (rather than planning in works for later in the year as previously advised to KPC) (18-27).
iii) Children’s Air Ambulance – email received detailing textile bank projects (info only)
iv) Cycle Live 24th June – routes through the village – HC has circulated details to residents, and contacted the organisers, and BL, to advise of concerns about lack of improvement of road surface on Station Road.
v) Nottingham Evening Post – article outlining homes to be built on site of former egg processing factory at Bilsthorpe.  Action HC to circulate details (18-28).
vi) Police & Crime Commissioner Newsletter – latest edition available. Action – HC to circulate / post on website (18-28).
