
Kirklington Parish Council Meeting
Minutes of the Ordinary Parish Council held in the Village Hall on Monday 9th April 2018 (commencing 7.30pm).
Present: Bob Radford (RSR) (Chair), Ian Woolridge (IW), Patrick Mitchell (PM), Andrew Twidale (AT), Sarah Sturgeon (SS), Cllr Bruce Laughton (BL), Helen Cowlan (HC) (Clerk)

1. Apologies for absence
Martin Smith (MS) – holiday; Sally Broughton (SB) – personal reasons – illness. Apologies were accepted by the Parish Council.

2. Declaration of interest
None
3. Minutes of last meeting
The minutes from the last meeting, held on Monday 5th March 2018, were agreed and signed as a true record. Proposed IW, seconded SS.  
4. Adjournment for matters to be raised by the public for future consideration
Litter picking – KPC members noted that residents, including Mrs Hill, have been seen litter picking in the Village, which is very much appreciated and shows great community spirit.  Action – HC to write a letter of thanks to be sent via SS (18-18).
Anonymous letter – AT advised he had received a letter through his door raising a query, however, there were no contact details via which further information can be given/received.  Action – HC to send an email to residents to let them know that guidelines (NALC) state we are not required to / should not respond to contact without being able to verify its source (18-19).

5. County and District Councillor items
Road repairs – BL advised that although additional budget has been allocated to repair roads, they are aware that there is potential for improvement in this area, and they are actively looking at contracts of providers for Highways services.
Minerals Local Plan – BL advised that NCC are not accepting any further submissions now, so even if proposals for Averham (Flash Farm) came in late, they cannot be included now.

Robin Hood Caravan Park – BL advised he is aware that advertising signs have been put up at various points in the area and they are being monitored, with the possibility of them being removed.

Fuel thefts – BL was updated regarding fuel thefts from a car in Oxton and a horse box in Kirklington.

Gullies – BL acknowledged emails / responses to concerns raised about gullies flooding the road, and it is possible that works will not be completed in the immediate future.  BL was also advised of the lack of action regarding a gully at the junction of The Green/Southwell Road.   Action – BL to contact Highways, and advised IW to do the same to provide additional information (18-09).

SS has taken over responsibility for being KPC’s representative at SNG meetings.  The next meeting is between KPC meetings, and SS will ensure that SNG minutes reflect discussions (as previously they have not included all items that have been raised).

8. Traffic Report - Accident stats (IW)
No known incidents.
9. Financial matters (IW) – 
i) Balances - current account £1582.43, deposit account £19751.95 – end of year position.    

ii) Clerk payment - payment for March- proposed PM, seconded SS.  IW also put forward that the hourly rate for the Clerk should be increased – KPC member unanimously agreed a rate of £10.50 p/hour which the Clerk thanked members for.  Effective from April’s invoice.

IW advised that although the full financial report will be provided at the next meeting, there has been a net underspend of £805 for the year.  The process for end of year auditing requirements appears to be very similar / the same for the new Auditors.
10. Planning Matters (HC):
i) 18/00447/FUL – WINGS School – New all-weather multi use games area (MUGA) and additional car parking.  Request received after the last PC meeting – views gathered via email to ensure deadline met.  Outcome: ‘No objection’ (unanimous) submitted with supporting comment that a correction should be made to clarify it can be seen from a public footpath (Robin Hood Way footpath)
IW advised that he will resend the summary from the meeting with the new Head at WINGS.  It was a positive meeting, and the Head will attend a future KPC meeting (possibly June/July) as he has an open invite.

11. Community Funding / CIL Strategy (HC/all)
No additional items to review other than comments within the action log.  Action – SB to speak to the PCC about work required for the war memorial, and quotes required for this (16-40).
12. Trespassers on Ivy Farm property (SS)
SS advised that she felt it showed great community spirit to raise / report concerns in relation to the trespassing on Ivy Farm, and felt it should be formally recognised – KPC members unanimously agreed.  Action – HC to write to residents concerned (18-18).
13. WPD presentation (RSR)
RSR recently attended a presentation at Western Power Distribution about their investment plans for the region.  RSR advised that they are updating the electricity network in the area which should continue to reduce the frequency and severity of power cuts.  New technology has improved the ability to report faults and make corrections as needed.
14. Speeding car (HC)
HC advised of concerns raised about a silver Mercedes sports car which has been observed speeding into and out of the Village near the stables / Osmanthorpe.  HC has advised residents to report to the Police on 101, ideally with a number plate, although this could be difficult as it passes through so quickly.  The local Policing team have been made aware.
