

Kirklington Parish Council Meeting
Minutes of the Ordinary Parish Council held in the Village Hall on Monday 3rd June 2019 (commencing 7.30pm).

1. Apologies for absence 

Sally Broughton (SB) – unavailable.  Bob Radford (RSR) – unavailable. Apologies were accepted by the Parish Council.
2. Declaration of interest 

None declared.
3. Minutes of last meeting

The minutes from the last meeting, held on Wed 8th May 2019, cover the Annual Parish Meeting, Annual Parish Council Meeting and ordinary Parish Council Meeting.  They were agreed and signed as a true record. Proposed IW, seconded MS. 
4. Adjournment for matters to be raised by the public for future consideration


· Email of thanks – HC has received an email from a resident thanking the Parish Council for their work.  HC has already responded.
· Osmanthorpe Traffic Survey – AT has seen that the traffic survey equipment has been removed from the area.  Action – HC to contact NCC Highways to request results (17-53).
5. County and District Councillor items
· Robin Hood Caravan Park – PR advised that the owners had appealed the condition relating to residence having to be less than 28days per year, but the appeal has been dismissed.  PC members have noticed that the number of static caravans on site appears to be increasing.  
· School parking – PR advised that she has received an invitation for a meeting about parking issues in September.  PC members raised concerns about the length of time things are taking – especially as there could be potential for completing works over the summer ready for the start of the new school year.  Action – PR to speak to BL to see if anything further can be done.  HC to try and establish what next steps are and if the process can be pushed through (17-53).
6. Safer Neighbourhood Group (SS)
SS advised that the most recent meeting had been cancelled at short notice and the PCSO advised people should email him with any issues.  AT requested the Policing team be made aware of rally cars racing down Eakring Road / surrounding area – possibly a private group organising routes.  They have been on the roads as late as midnight and have been seen / heard racing along the roads.  There doesn’t appear to be a pattern with times and / or days of the week.  Action – SS to pass feedback on to Policing team and SNG; HC to contact Eakring and Bilsthorpe Parish Councils to see if they are aware or have information (19-33).

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Ivy Farm

It is possible that students have been on site as IW has been 

made aware that WINGS have contacted the Police to ask that 

the site is secured.  There appears to have been an increase in 

activity / visits at the site recently but no updates have been 

provided.

Action: Continue to monitor. 

Nov-16ongoing16-45HC
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Minutes from a previous meeting with residents have been 

circulated by Mark Spencer's office.  A further meeting will be 

held in September.  No information has been received from NCC 

regarding travel plans (as agreed in the last meeting) so this is 

being chased.  KPC members are concerned about the lack of 

clarity on processes, and the length of time being taken.  A 

traffic survey has been completed at Osmanthorpe. 

Action: PR to speak to BL to see what can be done to 

make further progress.  HC to liaise with MS's office to get 

the information needed understand processes to move 

things on.  HC to contact Highways to request results of 

traffic survey.

First Aid Training

Action: SB to liaise with Newark Community First Aiders.

Hall Farm Lane flooding

No updates have been received - the area is still of concern.  IW 

suggested the area be reviewed with Highways when they do a 

site visit for other issues. 

Action: Continue to monitor. 

Lorries accessing Yearsley's

No updates have been received.  SS has noticed an increase in 

the number of Brakes lorries using Southwell Road.

Action:  HC to contact Brakes to enquire about routes 

being used;  HC to contact residents to assess current 

situation.

School Lane - Church Lane footpath repair

The area has been sprayed, in will be mown, to remove weeds, 

and then works will be carried out to improve the corner in the 

next few weeks.

Action:  Monitor progress

Speed limit sign distances

Although confirmation of receipt has been received, no updates 

have been provided yet.

Action:   Continue to monitor

Village signs

HC has written to NSDC who will review whether or not CIL 

funding could be used for signs.  Village signs vary in price 

depending on design / format, but start from approx. £1500 

each.

Action:   Item will be reviewed once more is known about 

the situation with School parking.

Pot hole - Main Street

IW advised that the issue has been reported, and also by a 

resident.  IW would be happy to liaise with Highways at their 

next site visit regarding other issues.

Action:   IW to HC have reference number(s) to monitor.  

HC to find out when the next site visit is due and group all 

issues for review.
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Details have been given to NCC Highways who will carry out a 

site visit soon (possibly already done).  IW advised would be 

interested to attend future site visits to show Highways the other 

issues.

Action:   Awaiting update from NCC.

Dirty road signs

Signs at the Mansfield end of the village have been cleaned.  SS 

to advise if the Southwell Rd signs have been cleaned.

Action:  HC to report lamppost mounted speed limit, and 

speed camera, signs

Insurance

KPC insurance covers the war memorial.

Action:   SB to confirm that the Church's insurance covers 

the tower.

Finance / End of Year / Audit

Action: HC has received documents and will double check 

they are online (after technical issues)

Information Commissioner's Office

Action: IW to process annual subscription payment once 

request comes through.

Standing Orders

Action: HC to circulate a copy of amended standing orders 

(processes).

Wildlife Trust

The Wildlife Trust have confirmed that when the land was 

donated it was requested that it be used as a wildlife 

reserve/area, but that no formal 'covenant' had been placed on it 

to specifically state it should not be used for development.  This 

means that the Trust can sell / dispose of land as it sees fit.  

However, the Trust have offered to speak to Land Agents to see 

if a restrictive covenant can be placed.

Action: HC to write to confirm this should be done, and 

will keep Edingley / Mark Spencer's office updated.

Rally cars

Action: SS to advise SNG / PCSO of rally cars racing along 

Eakring Rd (and area);  HC to contact Eakring and 

Bilsthorpe PCs to see if they have had any issues.

Planning request

Action: HC to confirm views with members who were 

unable to attend and submit decision of ‘no objection’ 

requesting that any affected residents’ views be given full 

consideration.

Dog fouling

Action: HC to confirm issues and send communications as 

required. 

Website accessibility

Action: HC to review guidelines and assess what actions 

are required for KPC’s website.
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8. Traffic Report - Accident stats (IW) 
Belle Eau Park junction on 10th May – flat bed truck in the ditch – facing Mansfield.  Didn’t appear to be any injuries.  
9. Financial matters (IW) 
i) Balances - current account £4313.54, deposit account £19779.41, including CIL funding £15218.18.  
ii) Clerk payment - payment for May - proposed AT, seconded SS.  IW confirmed that a pay rise has been unanimously agreed and backdated to the start of April.  HC formally thanked PC members.
iii) Information Commissioner’s Office – a payment of £40 for the annual subscription to the ICO (to cover GDPR regulation requirements) was unanimously agreed in readiness for the request coming through in July.  Proposed AT, seconded MS.  Action – IW to send payment through when requested (19-27).
10. Planning Matters (HC) 
i) 19/00721/FUL – Meadow Brook, Church Lane – application for construction of single storey rear extension, two storey front extension, new porch to front, replacement chimney, entrance gates/wall and all associated interior works.  DECISION: No objection (unanimous / 5 votes) but KPC members would be in support of affected residents’ concerns.  Action – HC to confirm views with members who were unable to attend and submit decision of ‘no objection’ requesting that any affected residents’ views be given full consideration (19-34).
ii) 19/00831/TWCA – Lynton, Southwell Rd – One felling and one crown reduction.  OUTCOME – permission granted / info only

11. Dog Fouling (RSR)
RSR was not available to provide an update.  Action – HC to confirm issues and send communications as required (19-35).
12. Correspondence (HC):
i) Live and Local – company offering outdoor performances at events - already emailed to VHall / info only.
ii) NALC Employment updates – disability awareness and disciplinary info updates.  PC members confirmed that it wold be helpful for HC to continue using subject headers to indicate levels of importance of emails e.g. ‘Info only’, ‘For review’ when sending updates.
iii) Nottinghamshire Police – Initiative to help protect wildlife called ‘Undisturbed’ - already circulated / info only.
iv) VE Day Anniversary – details of celebrations planned for next year - already circulated / info only.
v) Children’s Air Ambulance – email received requesting consideration is given to providing clothing recycling bins.  PC members felt that there would not be enough demand in the area so not appropriate at the moment.
vi) NALC HR Briefing – timesheets.  Guidance information for reviewing procedures for maintaining records of working hours (inc breaks).  The PC members agreed that whilst relevant for larger PCs, no changes were required at this time.  PC members are satisfied with HC recording numbers of minutes / hours worked as is currently being done with no requirement for specific times.  As work is generally completed in shorter time slots, break times are not a requirement at the moment.   

vii) NALC update – accessibility for Public Sector websites.  Legislation is coming into place to ensure that websites can be access by those with disabilities and / or specific needs.  Action – HC to review guidelines and assess what actions are required for KPC’s website (19-36).
viii) ‘Pop-up’ Disco Event – Saracen’s Head, Southwell 7th June (details already circulated and on website) – info only
ix) NHC Clinical Commissioning Group (CCG) - merger info and details of Annual Public Meeting on Wed 3rd July – info only.
