
Kirklington Parish Council Meeting
Minutes of the Ordinary Parish Council held in the Village Hall on Monday 4th March 2019 (commencing 7.30pm).

1. Apologies for absence 

Sarah Sturgeon (SS) – unavailable / work commitments.  Apologies were accepted by the Parish Council.
2. Declaration of interest 

None declared.
3. Minutes of last meeting

The minutes from the last meeting, held on Mon 4th February 2019, were agreed and signed as a true record. Proposed AT, seconded SB.  
4. Adjournment for matters to be raised by the public for future consideration


· Bird scarer – HC advised that a resident had emailed with concerns about the noise caused by the bird scarer(s) near The Crops which was felt to have been ongoing for long periods of time.  Although the scarers appear to have been used within guidelines stated on the internet, it was felt that the noise had been disruptive.  AT has spoken to the landowner who will be removing them shortly, and who apologised for any frustration caused.  It has been requested that in the future they should be sited as far away from residents as possible, however, it is acknowledged that sounds can carry.  Action – HC to update resident (19-15).
· New stile at Top Dam – feedback has been received, including from PC members, that the new stile at Top Dam is a little difficult for walkers to use due to its height.  Action – AT to provide feedback to the landowner (19-16).  

· School field – the School is considering signage to remind people that using the field outside of School times would be at their own risk.  As the field is owner by NCC, PC members felt that it should be reviewed by them/their legal team as responsibilities would like with them.
5. County and District Councillor items
· Robin Hood Caravan Park – PR advised that there have been no updates about the appeal to the Secretary of State.  PC members advised that advertising signs have reappeared on / near the Lockwell Hill roundabout.  Action – BL to contact Highways (19-xx).
· Smoking – PC members provided feedback about the ‘strange’ smell of smoke around the market place area one evening last week.  Action – PR to report to the local PCSO (19-xx).
· Poaching – AT advised there have been problems with poaching in the area (likely to be deer), with vehicles having been seen driving across fields at night.  Action – PR to report to the Police Inspector (19-17).
· Bus services – BL was asked about the bus services, which briefly saw an increase in those through Kirklington.  Stage Coach had amalgamated two services, but this drove complaints due to them not catering sufficiently for the times users needed.  A recent consultation has resulted in changes to the 27 / 28 timetable which don’t, unfortunately, increase services through Kirklington at this time.
· Potholes – BL advised that new machinery should be in place for September to allow time for delivery and training.  IW advised that there is a pothole on Main Street which is not of sufficient depth for repair but does create a lot of noise when lorries (particularly empty ones) drive over it.  Action – BL to report to Highways to request it is reviewed (19-18).
· Budgets / elections – BL advised that the precept will rise by 3.99%; elections will be 2nd May 2019.

PR advised that SNG meetings are the second Tuesday of the month, on alternative months with the next being in March (6.45pm).

NSDC emailed HC advising that the gullies do not meet criteria 

for being cleaned.  HC has emailed BL requesting he reviews 

further with Highways.

School -  Parking issues/ O'thorpe Speed Limit/ related CIL

Mark Spencer met with representatives from NCC (Highways 

and ARC), residents and KPC (RSR / SB).  Suggestions have 

been put forward with regard to parking / fencing so KPC will 

review what CIL money could be used once NCC / School have 

had chance to review plans / get quotes etc.  

Action: HC to contact office of MS for a copy of minutes / 

actions.

First Aid Training

Action: SB to cross check available dates against Village 

Hall calendar.

Hall Farm Lane flooding

Gulley clearance works planned for Q3 (Oct-Dec) do not appear 

to have been completed.  Historically there has been a lack of 

clarity between Highways and Severn Trent in terms of 

establishing / agreeing responsibility for works.  It is understood 

that a broken drain is a key issue, and the area is still prone to 

flooding.

Action: HC to find original emails and chase response.  

Any photos showing current issues should be sent to HC.

Lorries accessing Yearsley's

Feedback from residents / Nobles suggests that minor 

improvements have been seen with regard to lorries turning.  

Overnight parking has reduced but some drivers turn into the 

area, see the signs, and unfortunately use the area for 'toileting' 

before moving on (if they move on).  HC has received a map from 

Land Registry but it is not very clear.

Action:  HC to contact Land Registry and cross check 

information against specific businesses to clarify further 

opportunities for adding 'no parking' signs.  HC to contact 

Yearsley's again to request a copy of documents given to 

drivers / confirmation of steps being taken / request details 

for Brake's to see what can be done to communicate with 

hauliers / contractors.

NALC Standing Orders

The model templates to use for conducting meetings / business 

have been updated.

Action:  HC hopes to have them ready for April's meeting.
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IW confirmed that the speed gun works although thought would 

need to be given as to whether or not a formal group / scheme 

would work - it may need to be adhoc.

Action:  Discuss further at the next meeting.

School Lane - Church Lane footpath repair

The landowner has had more urgent works to complete but 

hopes to put plans in place soon.

Action:  Review at April's meeting

Bus Service

As per agenda item 5 - a change in bus services has been 

revoked, and a new timetable is in place following consultation.  

Unfortunately there will be no new services through Kirklington at 

this time.  No further action required.
