
Kirklington Parish Council Meeting
Minutes of the Ordinary Parish Council held in the Village Hall on Monday 7th October 2019 (commencing 7.30pm).

1. Apologies for absence 

Andrew Twidale (AT), Cllr Malcolm Brock (MB) – both attending other meetings.  Apologies were accepted by the Parish Council.
2. Declaration of interest 

None declared.
3. Minutes of last meeting

The minutes from the last meeting, held on Mon 2nd September 2019, were agreed and signed as a true record. Proposed SB, seconded SS.  
4. Adjournment for matters to be raised by the public for future consideration


· School parking – JM and PP wanted to raise concerns about ongoing issues with traffic and road safety on School Lane and Southwell Road, and the fact that it felt progress was slow.  JM advised he has written to the Southwell Advertiser but has not received a reply as yet. PP advised they will be contacting the Police about the obstructions that are along the road(s) which prevent the free flow of traffic and could prevent emergency service access.  They feel the matter should be taken “higher up the chain” and would like a meeting with the Chief Inspector.  PP advised they would like the idea of parking at the Church to be (re)considered and JM felt that this may help to encourage attendance at services.  JM advised he has spoken to a landowner who may be willing to provide an area for parking.  RSR, SB and PR confirmed that the Parish Council is also keen to see progress and will try to ensure that the working parties are reviewing plans as agreed and keeping everyone up to date.  Now that the matter has been escalated to the County Council and to Mark Spencer, they must be allowed to identify, cost and review available options before agreeing next steps.  A meeting was held on 13th Sept and KPC members are awaiting further findings from that.  SB confirmed that the diocese would not support a car park being installed as they don’t feel that there is a need for this.  SS confirmed that parking is raised at each SNG meeting, so the Policing team is fully aware of issues and concerns, as is the Police Inspector.  The Policing team have stated that the use of double yellow lines is not necessarily the best option due to the fact that it may be difficult to enforce.  SS confirmed that additional patrols have been requested from the ‘traffic cars’, and that the Policing team will try and do additional patrols in person.  SS advised that School Lane could not support additional traffic as when previously permitted it was very dangerous for everyone.  PR advised that the use of ‘H-bars’ may be an interim measure and this would be explored under the County Council’s review.  BL confirmed he had received an email from the Highways Dept advising that options were being reviewed.
5. County and District Councillor items
· Trees – PR advised that the Government has pledged to plant 11 million trees over the next few years and NSDC will have a share of approx. 10,000 trees. A strategy of how to allocate trees is being created and could mean that each resident will have one/two.  Details will be circulated and will be mindful of planting seasons.
· Funding – match-funding is being made available for schemes such as roof repairs and play equipment provision.
· Robin Hood Caravan Park – PR advised there are no further updates at this time.
· Road repair machinery – BL confirmed that the project is going well.
· A46 road improvement investment – IW enquired if it was anticipated that there would be an impact on the A617, BL was not sure if that had been a consideration so worth keeping in mind as the project plans are developed / communicated.

· Speeding – PR advised that the District Community Safety teams have two additional speed guns

6. Safer Neighbourhood Group (SS)
SS provided an overview of updates at the last SNG meeting as follows:
· No ‘major’ issues although there have been small / ‘petty’ burglaries in some villages
· Gypsy/Romany Traveller (GRT) sites have been set up near the Oxton bypass and towards Blidworth – it is possible hey were on their way to the Appleby Horse Fair event.
· Every village mentioned parking issues (especially around schools) – local Policing teams will be doing more regular patrols at drop off / pick up times, and the traffic cars have also been requested to increase patrols at these times (there are, however, only three for the County).  Flyers have been added to the windscreens of irresponsibly parked cars in some areas.

8. Traffic Report - Accident stats (IW) 
No incidents reported since September’s meeting.

9. Financial matters (IW) 
i) Balances - current account £6842.73, deposit account £19789.28, including CIL funding £15218.18.  
ii) Clerk payment - payment for Sept - proposed RSR, seconded SS.
iii) Precept money – latest instalment received £3050.00
Action – HC to add a review of Village Hall and Church donations to the November’s agenda (19-47).

10. Planning Matters (HC) 
i) 19/01578/TWCA – Skyfall House, Southwell Rd – fell 3 dead silver birch trees (info only)
ii) 19/01347/FUL – Fallows End, Main Street – demolish existing garage, new single storey front extension, replace front window with bay window, new detached garage, new front boundary hedge with associated gate (resubmission of 19/00619/FUL).  OUTCOME – full planning permission granted (subject to submission of samples of materials) – info only.
11. Drainage (HC)
HC provided an update about the dyke at the back of a resident’s house, and the works undertaken / requested so far to try and ensure its free flow during the winter.  The area (including the drainage pipe) is increasingly prone to getting blockages during winter with leaves and other debris which can affect the free flow of water, and there is the potential for flooding during particularly wet periods.  The resident regularly updates the landowner to keep them informed about the status and to request help with works if needed (e.g. cutting particularly dense areas back).  It was understood that recent work may have been undertaken – possibly since the date of the email – and that the area should be ok at the moment. Action – HC to check with the resident to see if further review is needed (19-48).
12. Speed of traffic and road surface quality (A617) – raised by resident
HC read out an email from a resident who was concerned that whilst recent pothole repairs were welcomed, the road surface still generated a lot of noise (especially from empty lorries) and that the speed of traffic made walking through the village very dangerous.  KPC members agreed that noise was an ongoing issue, however, the only solution would be for the road to be resurfaced, which was very unlikely.  It is hoped that new pothole repair technology / machinery will make further improvements (albeit slow progress).  It was agreed that residents should be encouraged to report issues too as this may help raise the severity / priority given.  There has been an increase in traffic patrols sited at Corkhill Lane recently so it hoped this will help.  Action – HC to highlight speeding concerns to the local Policing team and chase status of traffic survey data which is normally captured over the summer (and chase Osmanthorpe traffic data results);  HC to circulate information to residents about how to report issues, and update the PC website;  HC to reply to the resident who raised the issues to thank / update them (19-49).
13. Drain near The Mill (AT)

RSR confirmed that there is a problem with a drain near The Mill.  As you approach from the A617 side, it is on the right-hand side at the bottom of the hill, near the bend as you approach the bridge.  Action: HC to report a blocked drain (19-50).
14. Overgrown areas (HC)

HC formally thanked PM for clearing overgrown areas and dangerous branches, to ensure that footpaths and walkways were safe to use.
