
Kirklington Parish Council Meeting
Minutes of the Ordinary Parish Council held in the Village Hall on Monday 8th July 2019 (commencing 7.30pm).

1. Apologies for absence 
None.
2. Declaration of interest

3. Minutes of last meeting

The minutes from the last meeting, held on Mon 3rd June 2019, cover the Annual Parish Meeting, Annual Parish Council Meeting and ordinary Parish Council Meeting.  They were agreed and signed as a true record. Proposed IW, seconded AT. 
4. Adjournment for matters to be raised by the public for future consideration

5. County and District Councillor items
· Ivy Farm – Ivy Farm has been sold (board now visible on site) – KPC will be interested to see what happens next with the site.

· Robin Hood Caravan Park – PR advised that a meeting will be held with NSDC Planning Dept to ensure that proper procedures regarding registration / signing in, and that the rules regarding staying on-site no more than 28 days. Are adhered to – it is important to ensure that follow up work is being done.
· School parking – it was hoped that information and/or the review would take place sooner to take the opportunity of carrying out works over the summer if required.  Unfortunately no further information has been received.  It was felt that having September’s meeting at the Village Hall would be more neutral and beneficial to discussion – as feelings and opinions have been expressed at previous meetings, it will be important to ensure that clear actions and objectives are stated to keep the meeting focused on solutions.  Action – BL to speak to DH; HC to speak to the office of MS to see if venue can be changed to the Village Hall and let SB know so yoga can be moved if needed (17-53).
· Eakring Road potholes – AT raised concerns about the state of the road – poor surfaces at each end of the road and a number of potholes in between.  Action – BL to review (19-37).
· The Green/Southwell Road – RSR advised that the pothole is already in need of repair.  HC advised that an email advising of completed works was received the day after the issue being reported.  Action – HC to report again (19-38).
· Recycling Centre – BL advised that enforcement action is being taken against the site for incorrect processing.
· Minerals Local Plan – BL confirmed that the proposals will not impact Kirklington.  Works will predominantly relate to expanding existing sites although a new site may be created at Barton.  It is unlikely that works will take place near Kelham Bridge (another project).

· Top Dam – MS advised that Top Dam appears to be low (water level) and blocks have been removed.  Action – HC to contact landowner to establish if they have carried out works (19-39).
6. Safer Neighbourhood Group (SS)
SS advised that the next meeting is Tues 9th July (as the previous one had been cancelled).  A reminder has been sent out by the local PCSO so hopefully attendance will be better.
7. NCC Highways Site meeting – IW provided a summary of discussions at the site meeting with NCC Highways Dept (MK) on 4th July:
· Osmanthorpe speed limit – the primary consideration for a 30mph zone is that there must be street lighting which, therefore, cannot be continued into the countryside. Traffic surveys along the Southwell Road straight have indicated average speeds at over 35mph.  There are also rules regarding the continuation of speed limits (and the distances that are required) so it is not as simple as requesting a 40mph restriction for a specific stretch.  It would not be possible or practical to have 40mph all the way to Southwell, however, one option could be to move the 30mph to the mill bridge, and then change the straight to 40mph.  The mill bridge/bend limits speed naturally, however, it would be important to discourage drivers braking sharply.  Parents who may park further away from the School could be adversely impacted by changes to speed limits – their safety is, of course, most important.  Consideration need to be given to whether or not drivers’ behaviours will be changed and if / how costs involved, weigh up against benefits to those directly affected. On balance, it was felt that the possible re-siting of the 30mph limit to the mill bridge, it was unlikely that a speed limit change would be acceptable to the majority of those impacted.  Action – IW to pass on comments and thoughts to MK, and request ‘official’ decision and feedback when ready (19-53).
· Corkhill Lane - a full survey of the road has been done.  It was noted that currently, there is some incorrect signage, which will be replaced for clarity and consistency.  Unfortunately, it will not be possible to add further / new signs to the bends at this time for a few reasons.  Current guidelines / rules would require signs to be added at all other points too (if added to those bends) – it could not be a ‘standalone’ project.  A harsh reality is that accident statistics are taken into account when prioritising works, but this specific area would not be on the list at this time unless the Police instructed Highways to take action (which they are unlikely to do).  Action – HC to contact resident with overview and advise that IW will be in touch to discuss the site meeting in more depth (19-20). 
· Hall Farm Lane –the A617 was recently temporarily closed to assess the ongoing situation. It was established that there was a blocked drain on the opposite side of the carriageway to the flooding area.  It is now evident that the current drain has been damaged at some point in the past by a public utility.  The Highways Dept at NCC will take ownership of the case and start the process of repairing the drain.  No specific timescale has been given at this point, although it is understood it may take a few months to rectify, but assurances were given by MK that it is now on their programme of work to be done. Action – HC to contact the resident who raised the issue to update them (18-09).
· Potholes on the main road – a lengthy review / inspection of the road surface condition and drains from Church Lane to Southwell Road junction was carried out.  The Highways Officer was very sympathetic and advised that all issues should be reported separately, including photo evidence.  Co-incidentally, an area inspector was on site later to look at the issue with the manhole cover / pothole.  IW reiterated the frustration with noise and updated him with all issues along that stretch.  Drain blockages near the Church have been reported (co-incidentally some were cleaned on the same day).  Road surface issues have been reported for a more thorough review, but major works would need to be approved and would then have to fit in with budgeted projects. Again timelines for repair would be long, but better temporary repairs would be possible in the short term, but at least the works have been formally requested and officially logged.

9. Traffic Report - Accident stats (IW) 
Details of 6 accidents that have been reported since the last meeting:
· 4th June – A617 near Southwell Rd junction – collision between two lorries travelling in opposite directions (no known injuries).

· 5th June – A617/Eakring Rd junction – car leaving Eakring Rd was hit by a car travelling along the A617, Police attended, no reports of injuries.

· 7th June – Southwell Rd, near Mill Bridge – car took corner too fast, hit the bank and landed on roof, no details of injuries or Police involvement.
· 13th June – A617 just beyond Eakring Rd junction – articulated lorry left the road into nearside ditch (towards Mansfield), road closed for recovery, Police involved, no details of injuries.
· 19th June – A617 between Eakring Rd and Belle Eau Park junctions – lorry left road into nearside ditch (towards Mansfield), road closed for recovery, Police involved but injuries unknown

· 24th June – Main Street (bend just beyond Village Hall) – car travelling towards Mansfield clipped another car travelling towards Newark, road closed, Police attended, minor injuries – it is understood that the car hit a pothole and veered too close to the other side of the road as the other car was passing.
