
Kirklington Parish Council Meeting
Minutes of the Ordinary Parish Council held online (Zoom) on Thurs 9th July 2020 (commencing 7.00pm).
Due to COVID-19 Lockdown this meeting was held online.

Public: Graeme Wheatcroft (GW), Helen Wheatcroft (HW), Chris Robinson (CR), Hugh Middleton (HM)
1. Apologies for absence 
Sarah Sturgeon (SS) and Patrick Mitchell (PM), were unavailable; District / County Councillors were unavailable due to work commitments; the Parish Council accepted the apologies.  
2. Declaration of interest 

None declared.
3. Minutes of last meeting

The minutes from the last meeting, held on Mon 26th May 2020, were agreed as a true record and RSR confirmed that HC should sign on his behalf. Proposed IW, seconded AT.
4. Adjournment for matters to be raised by the public for future consideration

None raised.
5. Financial matters (IW): 
i) Balances – current account £19779.46 (£14500 of CIL funding transferred from deposit account in readiness for School parking project); deposit account £5322.76 (inc £718.18 remainder of CIL funding).
ii) Clerk payment – confirm authorisation of Clerk’s payment for May and June – proposed MS, seconded AT.  Payments include a pay rise which has been authorised over email prior to May’s payment being paid. 
iii) ICO Data Protection Renewal Fee – annual fee £35 to be taken by Direct Debit 18th July (authorised in last year’s minutes where DD set up).
6. Planning (HC): 
i)
20/00636/FULM – Lineage Logistics, Belle Eau Park – erection of extension to existing warehouse / distribution centre to create additional floorspace for B8 use (storage and distribution), parking and associated works.
HM requested that the PC emphasise the fact that the site is not part of an industrial park and that here are eight residences on the site.  Another key concern to include is the sheer scale of the new building (which will be half as tall again) which will have a massive visual impact.  A previous application gave permission for storage to be increased but not ion this scale as this proposal is significantly bigger than previously agreed and could set an unwelcome precedent.  The previous cold store had to be dug into the hillside to make the profile lower, and new proposals would breach that, KPC members gave positive feedback to residents HM and TS who submitted extremely thorough responses to explain the impacts that the proposals would have on the area.  IW suggested that HM encourage other residents to submit responses as the number of submissions could influence the decision.  HC confirmed that the Planning Department would give consideration to comments submitted ahead of the Planning Committee at which the proposals would be formally reviewed, but that the Planning Dept would be updated to advise that further comments may be on their way.  KPC members agreed that other than emphasising points as requested, and highlighting impacts on traffic flows through the villages along the A617 (inc Kelham Bridge), no further comments could be added other than to fully support those concerns raised by residents.  
Votes – For: 0 Against: 4.  Those unable to attend / stay at the meeting have previously stated objections by email meaning that the Parish Council unanimously objects to the proposals.
ii)           20/01003/FUL – Land at Lilac Cottage, Church Lane - erection of one four bed dwelling and associated works
CR and KPC members asked questions, to which GW gave clarification regarding parking and ease / right of access to the property – both during works and when in residence.  GW confirmed that the public highway would not be blocked and there would be no issues with vehicles turning.  GW confirmed that ST installed additional drainage approx. 8 years ago.  HW confirmed hat the aim is to use natural materials to be sensitive to surroundings and that guidance will be taken from the Planning Dept in terms of design if needed – flexibility for materials and design.  CR raised concerns about congestions (see previous comments), the design not being in keeping with the area, and being overlooked.  It was confirmed that trees would be used as screening.  After the residents had left the call KPC members discussed the application.  Whilst feelings about the design were mixed, it was acknowledged that the applicant was trying to take a sympathetic approach and that traffic-related challenges during the building phase would hopefully be short term.  Concerns were raised about ease of access at the driveway entrance, and that access in general would be tight due to it being narrow, and, also, due to the depth of the dyke.  Highways comments about parking were also supported as concerns were shared about how congested Church Lane could become, especially when the local landowner has had problems accessing his land due to this. 
Vote at the meeting – For: 2 Against: 2

HC has contacted those unable to stay at / attend the meeting for their views - tbc.  NSDC have been made aware that comments will be submitted as soon as possible.

Note – since the meeting, HC has been included on emails between CR and GW – information has been shared to KPC members for review; further comments are to be submitted to ensure information is accurate before a final decision is submitted.

iii) 
20/01159/FULM – Brickfield Farm (Maxey’s), Hockerton Road – proposed new farm shop and tearoom including ancillary accommodation and additional car parking facility.
Vote at the meeting: For 4 Against 0.  Votes by those unable to stay at / attend the meeting: For 2 Against 0.  KPC unanimously voted in favour of the proposals.
iv)
20/00939/TWCA – Church Farm Barn, Church Lane - works to willow tree.  Outcome – permission granted (info only).
v)        20/00940/TWCA – The Old Vicarage, Southwell Road – removal of a fractured branch (oak tree) – permission granted (info only).
Action – HC to submit responses to all planning applications as per normal process (20-20).

7. School playing field (HC/all)
HC provided an overview of the points included in the draft agreement, comments made by the School and highlights from the documents circulate to KPC members to show historical agreement terms and information.  KPC members provided comments regarding points within the draft.
Action – HC to revise the draft ready for KPC members to review at the next meeting (end July) (17-53).

8. AOB
SB advised of the intention to start stepping back as will need to submit resignation soon.  SB will check with School about the requirements for replacement as Governor / liaison between School and Parish Council.  Formal written resignation will be provided once dates are known.  KPC members gave SB full support and gave thanks for commitment to the Parish Councillor role.

9. Date of next meeting – before end July – date tbc 
As further planning applications have come in, a further meeting will need to be held before the end of July to meet deadlines.

Please note that in line with Government guidelines, annual meetings have been suspended until 2021.  Future meetings will be agreed as required during the lockdown period.  As restrictions ease, the Parish Council will assess when meetings can return to normal.
