
Kirklington Parish Council Meeting
Minutes of the Ordinary Parish Council held in the Village Hall on Monday 5th November 2018 (commencing 7.30pm).
Present: Bob Radford (RSR) (Chair), Ian Woolridge (IW), Sarah Sturgeon (SS), Martin Smith (MS), Andrew Twidale (AT), Patrick Mitchell (PM), Cllr Bruce Laughton (BL), Helen Cowlan (HC) (Clerk)

1. Apologies for absence 
Sally Broughton (SB) - away– holidays. BL gave apologies for Cllr Penny rainbow (PR) who was unavailable.  Apologies were accepted by the Parish Council.
2. Declaration of interest 
None declared
3. Minutes of last meeting
The minutes from the last meeting, held on Mon 1st October 2018, were agreed and signed as a true record. Proposed IW, seconded RSR.  
4. Adjournment for matters to be raised by the public for future consideration


RSR advised that the Church driveway would be improved on Saturday (10th) and that any help would be appreciated for moving and spreading stone.  Work will start at 10am and volunteers should bring shovels and rakes.  Action – HC to send a request for help to residents via email and Twitter (18-42).
5. County and District Councillor items
· Pothole repairs – BL advised that they will be trialling new machinery over winter to repair potholes.  There is no planned ‘campaign’ at this time and emergency repairs will follow existing processes, however, the new machinery should ensure that future improvements will be of better quality / last longer.  Updates will follow.
· Highways improvements – IW raised a concern that major improvements will be made on along the A614, and are proposed for the A46, however, the A617 has no support and cannot support the levels of traffic.  Unfortunately, there are no plans for the A617 at this time.

· Dangerous driving on Eakring Road - AT and SS have observed an increase in dangerous driving from vehicles going to and from National Grid – across company vehicles and own vehicles.  Discussed further – agenda item 12.
· Proposals to unify Notts County Council – BL advise that a consultancy are preparing a report which will be delivered at November’s Full Council meeting.  There will then be a vote on whether or not to go to formal consultation – views on this are uncertain at the moment.  Some members / people prefer localism for ease, relevancy and being closer to the community.  Some feel that costs are duplicated, although it would take some time for costs of centralising service to be realised.  One factor to consider is that if unification takes place, any funding in the local area would subsequently be transferred to a central ‘pot’ rather than being allocated to where it may be needed locally.
6. Safer Neighbourhood Group (SS)
There have been no emails or updates from SNG recently.  AT advised that three Landrovers have been stolen recently including from Lowdham and Bilsthorpe.

School -  Parking issues/ O'thorpe Speed Limit/ related CIL

RSR provided a copy of a letter (including photos) that Dr Morley 

has written to MP Mark Spencer to raise concerns about road 

safety, obstruction and crime due to parking issues along 

Southwell Road.  SB is attending a meeting at School with MP, 

and will provide an update at January's meeting.  Staff parking 

on residents driveways has had a positive effect, but parking / 

traffic overall is remains a concern.

Lorries accessing Yearsley's

Minutes from Yearsley's meeting have been circulated to KPC 

members.  A positive site visit was held with Noble's who have 

agreed, in principle, to put a sign on their land (near the 

entrance to BEP) to clarify the correct access point.  They are 

also willing to work with us to minimise issues where they have 

influence e.g. if on their land.  Additional parking has been 

created on site which should minimise issues caused by their 

lorries.  HC walked the site to identify key areas affected by 

overnight parking.  Emails have been sent to NCC and NSDC to 

find out more about what planning permissions / guidelines 

should be followed for signs at junctions (not pursuing raised 

sign opposite Yearsley's entrance at this time).  It is understood 

that Yearsley's have moved their sign further forward at their 

entrance, and that low level lighting has been put in to improve 

visibility.  Residents have advised that some drivers are advising 

that they have not been given details of Limes Cafe, although 

Yearsley's have said they do tell them.  A copy of the 

map/document they use has been requested again.  Information 

regarding use of post codes has been received from Ordnance 

Survey - it is not known if sat nav providers use their information 

but it would prove very difficult to contact all of them to ask them 

to update information if post codes could be changed.  HC still 

trying to get the right contact at Royal Mail.   BL made aware of 

Action:  HC to continue to establish what, if any, options 

are available with road signs, land ownership and post 

codes as the priorities.  Also formalise notes and maps 

from Noble's meeting.

8. Traffic Report - Accident stats (IW)
i) 12th October 11.30 a National Grid blocked Eakring Road after hitting a tree stump with enough force to activate airbags.
9. Financial matters (IW) – 
i) Balances - current account £5924.26, deposit account £4539.52, CIL funding £15218.18 (CIL funding has been separated out for clarity). 
ii) Clerk payment - payment for October - proposed RSR, seconded MS.
iii) 2019/20 Precept – IW presented the budget for KPC members to review actual spend against that predicted, and to provide a forecast for the year ahead.  Options were provided for potential increases to precept.  KPC members unanimously agree that the lower figure of 1.7% should be used – proposed AT, seconded PM.  Action – IW to submit precept requirements to NSDC when requested (early in the New Year) (18-43).
RSR formally thanked IW for his hard work with all financial matters, and for preparing a budget which was easy to understand – agreed by all.
iv) Village Hall Rent – payment of £210 for hire of Village Hall authorised – proposed RSR, seconded MS
v) Village Hall 2018/19 – donation of £1200 to support the Village Hall was unanimously agreed by KPC members – proposed AT, seconded RSR
vi) Village Church 2018/19 - donation of £1200 to support the Village Hall was unanimously agreed by KPC members – proposed AT, seconded RSR
vii) Village War Memorial 2018/19 – donation of £300 to support the war memorial was unanimously agreed by KPC members – proposed AT, seconded RSR.
It was felt that whilst it is important to build reserves for future use (including a buffer for unexpected expense), it is important to support village assets while in a position to do so.  Action – RSR to pass two cheques to Church (AW) to be banked as soon as reasonably possible.  IW will pass funds to Village Hall (18-44).
viii) Church Christmas tree 2018 – a payment of £75-£100 was agreed for the purchase of a Christmas tree for the Churchyard – proposed AT, seconded PM. Action – RSR to organise the purchase of the tree (18-45).
10. Planning Matters (HC) -
i) 18/01810/TWCA – The Paddocks, Southwell Rd – felling of conifers due to poor condition, unwanted shading and low amenity value.  Outcome – permission granted (info only)
11. Meeting dates for 2019 (HC) 
Parish Council meetings will continue to be held on the first Monday of each month except for August and December, when there will be no meetings.  The only exception to this will be in May, when the meeting (including AGMs) will be held on the second Tuesday (7th) in order to ensure meetings are move evenly spaced.  Meeting dates for 2019 will be:  7th January, 4th February, 4th March, 1st April, 7th May, 3rd June, 1st July, 2nd September, 7th October, 4th November.  Action – HC to book Village Hall, advise County/District Councillors and residents, and update web sites. Bookings will be confirmed at January’s meeting (18-46).
12. Speed issues on Eakring Road (AT)
AT and SS raised concerns about dangerous driving along Eakring Road, in particular from National Grid vehicles, leading to an increasing number of ‘close shaves’.  Speeding is a major factor but examples of other dangerous driving which has been observed includes overtaking when it is not safe to do so and cutting in front of other vehicles.  Vehicles have been observed overtaking on bends. Poor driving has been observed at each end of the working day from company and private vehicles (which have been seen subsequently turning into the site) and could be staff as well as people attending courses.   Action – HC to draft a letter to raise concerns, to be circulated to KPC members before sending to National Grid (18-47).
13. Unsafe culvert – Footpath 10 (HC) 
Resident Tim Butler has advised HC about a culvert which runs through his land, across which Footpath 10 lies (on the adjacent field), that has collapsed and led to concerns about strength and safety.  The issue was reported to the Footpaths Officer who has conducted a site visit.  AT advise that the landowner is reviewing options for repair which may include an area to be demolished and a bridge used instead.  Although the culvert has narrowed over the years it doesn’t affect the flow of / from the ditch.  Updates will be given as work commences.

14. Home Farm Lane junction (HC)

Apologies that this was shown as Home Farm Lane on the agenda – it is Home Farm Lane.  HC has received an enquiry from a resident about the possibility of a mirror being put up opposite the end of Home Farm Lane (where it joins the A617).  Previous experience suggests that whilst existing mirrors in other locations may be maintained, NCC’s policy is not to add new mirrors as they can create different Health and Safety issues including glare from the sun.  It may also prove difficult to gain permission from the relevant landowner.  Action – HC to contact NCC to double check their policy and ask for advice.  HC to update the resident concerned. (18-48).
