Kirklington Parish Council Meeting
Minutes of the Ordinary Parish Council held in the Village Hall on Monday 5th March 2018 (commencing 7.30pm).

1. Apologies for absence
Sarah Sturgeon (SS) – illness; Tim Butler (TB) – unavailable.  Apologies were accepted by the Parish Council.

2. Declaration of interest
None
3. Minutes of last meeting
The minutes from the last meeting, held on Monday 5th February 2018, were agreed and signed as a true record. Proposed RSR, seconded IW.  
4. Adjournment for matters to be raised by the public for future consideration
Concerns regarding lorries accessing Yearsley’s site – RSR has received an email from a resident who has concerns that poor signage is creating problems because lorries then struggle to turn/manoeuvre outside their property.  There have been instances of property being damaged.  Additionally, there are drivers who have parked in the area (overnight / on breaks) who have not been mindful of their surroundings, or Health and Safety matters, including using the area as a toilet.   The Parish Council agreed that whilst the drivers concerned are not necessarily of Yearsley’s directly (e.g. contractors/suppliers) the company have a responsibility and duty of care to their neighbours and Yearsley’s should be approached to advise them of concerns, and request they find solutions to the problems (e.g. could overnight parking be provided on site, where toilet facilities may be available).  Action – HC to draft and circulate a letter for approval, to be sent to Yearsley’s (18-12).
Fencing – HC advised that contact has been made with the frustrated landowner to apologise for any confusion caused by a concern that had been raised about the fencing’s proximity to the road.  AT has also spoken to them to explain the background to the situation where, following a site visit regarding another matter, NCC wanted to check the fence was in the correct position.  It has been confirmed that the fence has met agreed planning requirements and there is no action required.  The landowner is maintaining an area which provides a walkway off the road for pedestrians, and has suggested they would consider moving the fence further back in the event of a footpath being installed in the future.  Action – HC to contact NCC to enquire if the area could be maintained when they carry out similar duties in the local area (18-13).
5. County and District Councillor items
Condition of roads – AT advised BL (and the group) of his concerns regarding the state of roads locally, and that repairs are not of sufficient quality to last – this creates a waste of time and money, as well as being unsafe in some cases. AT and RSR advised of having to have tyres replaced after hitting potholes recently (along Station Road, and along The Burgage).  Additional investment for highways and road maintenance is welcomed but it remains a concern that funds are not used effectively when repairs are not sufficiently suitable.  BL acknowledged the comments, and suggested photos are taken as evidence wherever possible.  Action – HC to find out about the process for making a claim where poor road surface has caused damage to tyres; HC to contact PR with any Highways issues raised/chased to ensure she is aware for future meetings (17-24).
Road resurfacing – BL advised that Hockerton surfacing is coming up and that there will be further works in the next financial year.

Council Tax rises – BL advised that there will be an increase of 4.99% from NCC (some of which is ringfenced for adult social care as in previous years).  

Ivy Farm – PR advised that owners will be required to carry out work to ‘make good’ the doors and windows, and to remove excessive ivy.  HC confirmed that an email had been received to advise NSDC were working with landowners to ensure the site was improved.  PR will escalate / chase the issue and update HC regarding progress as it’s made. 
Robin Hood Caravan Park – PR advised that there are ongoing reviews and assessments, but no official update is available at this time.

8. Traffic Report - Accident stats (IW)

9. Financial matters (IW) – 
i) Balances - current account £1726.18, deposit account £19747.95  
Action – SB to speak to Church to establish if / when their cheque will be cashed (18-14).

10. Planning Matters (HC):
i) 17/02284/FUL – Home Farm, Main Street – removal of existing extension, replacing with two storey rear extension and new dormer window (first floor) – Outcome:  Permission Granted
ii) 17/02253/FUL – 3 Home Farm Lane – extension to kitchen/diner – Outcome:  Permission Granted
After the agenda was circulated, an additional planning request was received, and it was agreed that it could be reviewed at the meeting:

17/02125/LBC and 17/02124/FUL -  WINGS East School, Main Street – Provision of internal and external door and window protection, introduction of anti-climb wires to eaves above external fire escape stair and new building mounted external lighting.  Outcome: no objection to proposals. Action – HC to submit responses to NSDC (18-15).
11. Community Funding / CIL Strategy (HC/all)
No additional items to review other than comments within the action log.
12. Trespassers on Ivy Farm property (SS)
This item will be reviewed at the next meeting due to SS being unable to attend this one.
13. Motorbikes on footpaths (PM/HC)
After reports of motorbikes / quadbikes using local footpaths, HC contacted NSDC for clarification on which users can use which types of footpaths generally.  It was confirmed that the public only have a right to use a footpath on foot, or a bridleway on foot, horseback or bicycle.  The landowner can use vehicles, and grant others permission to do so, as long as they abide by public highway rules – they must slow down / stop for other users to pass, and would still come under the Highways and Road Traffic Act laws meaning they must drive at an appropriate speed, pay due care and attention, have a roadworthy vehicle etc.  The landowner is also responsible for making good any damage caused to the surface (either by them or those to whom they have given permission) above and beyond that caused by legitimate public use (e.g. walking).  Anyone using a vehicle without the landowner’s permission is trespassing, and if they’re a danger / causing a public nuisance it is a Police matter.  Anyone with concerns can contacts the landowners if know/possible, or contact the Parish Council / local Policing team for help.
14. Defibrillator (SS/RSR)
The Parish Council agreed that it would be useful for people to know the code for defibrillator, however, are very mindful of the importance of the fact that ringing 999 MUST be the first call made to ensure that help is on the way.  There remained a concern that this could be overlooked if everyone knew the code, and ultimately getting the code from the emergency service ‘forces’ the call to be made.    It is also VITAL that CPR is given as this will help to ensure the patient has the best possible chance whilst awaiting the arrival of the ambulance/paramedic Advice from the company who provided the defibrillator also suggested that controlling access to the number would help to protect it (as unfortunately defibrillators are vandalised).  SB and KB advised that they will meet to put together a plan to see if / how the VETS Scheme could work – this will include a training programme and support (some that have shown an interest are medical professionals/doctors which is very helpful).  It was unanimously agreed that at this point, only people who are part of the VETS Scheme, or work in the Village Hall, will have access to the code initially at least.  This may be reassessed once the Scheme is established.     
15. Condition of the roads (AT)

16. Dog bins (PM)

Dog fouling is an ongoing issue and signs have been put up to remind owners to be responsible for the mess their dogs make.  It was suggested that bins could be installed in problematic areas, however, as well as permission needing to be gained from private landowners, consideration needs to be given to the costs of installation and ongoing emptying.  It was felt that some time should be allowed to see what (if any) impacts that signs have, before reviewing further.  Action – HC to contact NSDCs dog warden to liaise with RSR regarding the ‘sticky’ signs, which are not as sticky as hoped – see if more are available (18-16).
17. General Data Protection Regulations (GDPR) (HC): 
HC has received an information pack from NALC outlining how the new regulations will impact Parish Councils.  HC will review and identify actions needed to ensure that the Parish Council meets its requirements.  Key steps will include changing email addresses, gaining specific consent for mailing lists and disclaimers regarding why information is held. Action – HC to send out instructions and information as changes are made (18-17).
18. Correspondence (HC):
i) A617 Kirklington/Hockerton closure – reminder of overnight road closures 25-29 March (reminders sent to residents, and will be sent again nearer the time, via email and Twitter)
