
Kirklington Parish Council Meeting
Minutes of the Ordinary Parish Council held online (using MS Teams) on Tuesday 26th May 2020 (commencing 7.00pm).
Due to COVID-19 Lockdown this meeting was held online.

1. Apologies for absence 
Sally Broughton (SB) was unavailable; Cllr Malcolm Brock (MB) was unavailable due to work commitments; the Parish Council accepted the apologies.  
2. Declaration of interest 

None declared.
3. Minutes of last meeting

The minutes from the last meeting, held on Mon 2nd March 2020, were agreed, and signed as a true record. Proposed RSR, seconded IW.
4. Adjournment for matters to be raised by the public for future consideration

School fencing – RSR has been asked by a resident if it is possible to circulate details of fencing to those who may be impacted (some residents on The Green will back on to a section of this).  KPC members felt it was OK to update residents on The Green as needed – see item 7 for information about proposals.
Quad bikes – Quadbikes have been using footpaths in the Village and residents have raised concerns about speed and safety, as well as questioning whether they are allowed to be on the footpaths.  PM and HC confirmed that quadbikes are not permitted to used public highways (which the areas are) and would only be able to be on private land with the landowner’s permissions.  Action – HC to write to affected resident(s) to provide information and request it stops (20-19).

Cllr Malcolm Brock has emailed to pass on recognition and thanks for hard work by those involved with volunteering.

5. Financial matters (IW): 
i) Balances – current account £5655.26, deposit account £19816.18 (inc precept instalment £3100 and grant £300).
ii) Clerk payment – confirm authorisation of Clerk’s payment for March and April – proposed RSR, seconded MS (also previously authorised by email).
iii) Banner – KPC members formally thanked MS for organising the banner thanking keyworkers (placed outside the Village Hall) – payment authorised: proposed RSR, seconded SS (also previously authorised by email).
iv) Insurance – no changes to the policy are required, annual fee of £330.00 proposed AT, seconded SS.
v) Donation – Dawn Weiss has set up a Just Giving page for donations to the RNLI in memory of David Weiss.  It was unanimously agreed that KPC made a donation of £50.  MR to arrange payment and RSR will claim the funds back under the Chairman’s Discretionary Fund.  Proposed PM, seconded AT.
6. End of Year Finance / audit (IW): 
All relevant documents had been circulated for review ahead of the meeting.  KPC member unanimously agreed to / supported the figures and statements quoted for the end of financial year / audit requirements.
i) Annual approval of accounts for the year ended 31 March 2020 – it was noted that the expenditure was close to that expected.  Proposed MS, seconded RSR.
ii) Approval of Certificate of Exemption for the year ended 31 March 2020 – IW outlined the information on the form for approval.  Proposed SS, seconded AT.
iii) Approval of the Annual Governance Statement for the year ended 31 March 2020 – IW gave an overview of the information on the statement.  Proposed RSR, seconded PM.
iv) Approval of the Accounting Statements for the year ended 31 March 2020 – IW gave an overview of the figures in the Accounting Statement (with some minor changes in relation to where certain expenses should be allocated).  Proposed PM, seconded MS.
RSR formally thanked IW for his har work in maintaining clear and accurate information. 
7. School projects (HC/all)
HC provided an overview of emails and plans received from NC to outline proposals for new fencing and car parking for the School – all of which have been circulated by email to all KPC members – and further discussion took place.
Fencing – perimeter fencing is to be installed around three sides of the perimeter of the School and will include new front gates (including an intercom / security system) and side access gates (which will enable public access to the playing field to continue).  The fencing will have a mixed format but has been designed as sympathetically as possible with guidance from conservation groups, and visual impacts should ‘soften’ as hedgerows can grow around it.  The majority of the fencing will not require planning permission (other than a section near the new car parking exit – see below), and works will be completed over forthcoming weeks whilst School is closed.
Carparking – car parking for staff vehicles will be created behind the teaching space to the right of the School. Access will be via the main gate (which will be pushed back to create additional space at the front), and will run clockwise round the space, with cars exiting on the School Lane side of the teaching space onto School Lane.  The exit will require new gates, and the fencing near the parking (School Lane side) will require planning permission along with the parking itself.  IW and SS have met with / spoken to the project manager from NCC (who has also spoken to some residents).  SS clarified that in terms of the space at the front of the School, the first row will be for visitor parking, and the space for a second row would be for deliveries, taxi drop-offs, and emergency vehicle access. The project manager is checking the ownership status of School Lane and how this may impact any proposals.  The main concern is that there should be minimal disruption to / removal of hedgerow.  There is a possibility that a stretch of approx. 3m may need to be removed for visibility when exiting the parking area.  KPC members are concerned and would prefer that the option of a mirror being installed is given full consideration to prevent this being needed.  Although the use of mirrors is generally limited, School Lane is not a major highway, the mirror would be passable and predominantly only visible to those using it to exit the car park so would not be intrusive.  The proposals have not yet, but will be, submitted for planning permission at which point the immediately local residents (along with KPC) will be consulted for comment.  
CIL funding – KPC has Community Infrastructure Levy funding which is to be used to improved in infrastructure within the village, and it was unanimously agreed that the majority of the funding should be allocated to the School carparking project due to the improvements it could bring to traffic flow and safety on Southwell Road.  Remaining funding would be kept for possible flood defence / prevention works (details tbc).  KPC members unanimously agreed that provision of £14500 funding to NCC would be conditional on certain information being provided / hedgerow not being removed.  Proposed AT, seconded RSR.
Actions – HC to draft an overview of fencing plans for circulation to affected residents on behalf of NCC and will redirect any subsequent queries as needed;  HC to contact NCC to establish information about to whom the funds would be payable, by what date, and what proof of expenditure would be provided – they should also confirm anticipated dates of works;  HC to contact NDSC to confirm what evidence is required by them for CIL spending (17-53).

HC thanked IW and SS for their support and hard work in providing onsite support and communication.

8. AOB

· Formal thanks were given to PM for putting up poppies.

· RSR thanks PM and AT for their work with raising money through the ‘sale’ of real ale stocks – donations for ale were taken and £75 was raised for the NHS.

· RSR advised that the Kirklington Quiz donations had reached over £250.
