1. Apologies for absence

3. Minutes of last meeting

The minutes from the last meeting, held on Mon 4th March 2019, were agreed and signed as a true record. Proposed AT, seconded IW.

· Road signs on Corkhill Lane – HC has received an email from a resident who has asked if its possible to install signs warning of the blind bend along Corkhill Lane (approaching from both directions). Action – HC to report to NCC Highways and update resident (19-20).
· Dirty road signs – SS advised of some road signs in need of a clean.  Action – SS to confirm location for HC to report to NCC (19-21).
· Parochial Church Council – RSR advised of the meeting on 14th April.

· Village Hall Management Committee – AT to represent RSR who is unable to attend.
5. County and District Councillor items
· Robin Hood Caravan Park – BL advised that advertising signs have ben removed and the site’s owner has asked for them back.  The law was explained as the signs should not have been put up (although it is believed that further signs have been installed since so will be monitored).  
· Pothole equipment – BL advised that it is hoped that the new machinery for repairing potholes will be in service in early September.  It is hoped more funding will be made available for additional equipment / machinery in the future.

· Highways issues – BL advised he has reported issue(s) as requested and to contact NCC for reference numbers if needed.  Action – HC to request and track status / progress (19-18).
6. Safer Neighbourhood Group (SS)
SS provided an overview of updates at the last SNG meeting as follows:
· Cameras have been installed and are live on a number of level crossings and Policing teams are working with Network Rail to reduce burglaries / thefts.

· Information about poaching in the locality was passed on.

· Increase in burglaries of sheds and allotments.

· Increase in telephone scams.

· Farnsfield Co-Op was burgled

Residents should continue to be vigilant and report suspicious activity as this often helps to link incidents and help find people to hold accountable.  Calls should be made to 999 if the incident required a Police presence immediately, and 101 should be used for anything which isn’t urgent / where information needs to be passed on.  The Police Inspector is keen to ensure information is reported with no issue being too small as it may help.

8. Traffic Report - Accident stats (IW) 
Eakring Road – 23rd March (evening) – car in ditch facing the opposite direction to travel (speeding a factor) – Police in attendance, injuries unknown.

9. Financial matters (IW) 
i) Balances - current account £2076.18, deposit account £19776.82, including CIL funding £15218.18.  IW advised that provisional end of year figures show a net surplus of £515.34 as planned.
ii) Clerk payment - payment for March - proposed PM, seconded SS.
10. Planning Matters (HC) 
i) 19/00086/FUL – Wingletang, Southwell Rd – application for alterations and rear/side extensions – OUTCOME: full planning permission granted (info only)

No new planning permission requests were received.  A couple of emails came through on the day of the meeting for permitted tree works which HC will bring to the next meeting once reviewed but no action required at this time.
11. Parish Council Insurance (IW)
IW has received an email from the insurance company requesting information / answers to preliminary questions for renewal in cover which IW will respond to.  The PC insurance covers the war memorial although the Church pays for the clock’s annual servicing.  The insurers require a risk assessment to be carried out for events which would be covered by VHMC insurance (not KPC).  Action – IW to check policy terms to clarify the responsibilities of the Church and the Parish Council for the war memorial and clock tower (19-22).  
12. May’s meeting date (HC)

Due to guidelines and timelines for the election process the date of May’s meeting needed to be reviewed.  It was agreed that the date that most Councillors could make would be Wed 8th May.  MS gave his apologies and will not be available to attend.  Action – HC to ensure room is booked (19-23).
13. Elections 2019 (HC/all)

HC checked nomination paperwork had been completed and collected them from KPC members.  Action – HC to hand deliver forms to NSDC offices before the deadline (19-04).
14. Parish Council Standing Orders (HC):

Standing Orders are the processes that Parish Councils follow to operate and hold meetings, and templates are provided by NALC for use / adaptation.  Some elements can be personalised.  It was unanimously agreed that whilst speakers should be able to give their opinions and views, this may need to be balanced against time constraints.  Guidelines were agreed for the maximum lengths of time people could speak for but agreed that this could be overridden by the Chair as appropriate.  Action – HC to make personalise / make amendments and circulate documents for review ahead of being signed off at May’s meeting (18-20).
15. Correspondence (HC):
i) NALC – NALC have sent details of upcoming training available for Clerks.  Action – HC to circulate for review and future consideration (19-24).
ii) NCC Ultrafast Broadband – NCC have identified that some residents have not yet taken advantage of new levels of service available and will be getting in contact with them to provide further information / encourage uptake as appropriate.  Action - HC to review and provide feedback about suitability as required (19-25).
iii) NALC / PK Littlejohn – updates about year end / audit processes have been forwarded to IW for review.
16. Date of next meeting  
Wednesday 8th May at 7.00pm – PLEASE NOTE DAY AND EARLIER START TIME than normal.
The meeting will comprise the Annual Parish Meeting, Annual Parish Council Meeting and Ordinary Parish Council Meeting.  Public and Country/District Councillor items will be placed nearer to the start of the evening in case people are unable to stay for the whole group of meetings.
