Kirklington Parish Council Meeting
Minutes of the Ordinary Parish Council held in the Village Hall on Monday 5th February 2018 (commencing 7.30pm).
Present: Bob Radford (RSR) (Chair), Ian Woolridge (IW), Patrick Mitchell (PM), Martin Smith (MS), Sarah Sturgeon (SS), Cllr Bruce Laughton (BL), Helen Cowlan (HC) (Clerk)

1. Apologies for absence
Sally Broughton (SB) – away; Andrew Twidale – unavailable; Cllr Penny Rainbow (PR) – unavailable.  Apologies were accepted by the Parish Council.

2. Declaration of interest
None
3. Minutes of last meeting
The minutes from the last meeting, held on Monday 8th January 2018, were agreed and signed as a true record. Proposed PM, seconded MS.  
4. Adjournment for matters to be raised by the public for future consideration
Suggestions regarding the defibrillator code / first aid ‘call out’ system - LE suggested that it would be useful if residents could be given the code as it could save time, especially if there are no other people around and/or mobile phone signals can be inconsistent.  LE recently attended a first aid training session (at the Village Hall) where some people felt that not knowing the code could be a hindrance – especially when it is crucial to get help as fast as possible.  Calling ‘999’ would always be the priority, but if people know the code in advance gives greater potential for getting additional help.  KB advised that the training was very good and made attendees very conscious of the short window of time there is in which to help someone having a heart attack.  With huge concerns regarding the time it would take for an ambulance to reach the village (even without delays), the trainer suggested as scheme called VETS whereby up to 10 volunteers can be called simultaneously to go and provide assistance in an emergency.  Approximate costings suggest a set up fee of £45, and an annual fee of £100 (with the first year being free).  A brief discussion was held with regard to contacting villagers with leaflets to see who was interested, if it would be supported etc.  JM suggested that a leaflet showing CPR and giving the code would be useful.  IW advised that CPR would be vital – a number of points were made to support this, the need for the ‘999’ calls to be made and that the VETS scheme could enable extra support in terms of volunteers being able to get the defibrillator/take turns for CPR, for example.  It was also brought to KPC’s attention that the First Responder system would be finishing in April.  RSR read an update from SB (in her absence) to confirm that she is the point of contact for the defibrillator, including holding responsibility for weekly maintenance checks, and as such should be included in plans to explore/set up a group.  LE and KB wanted to formally thank SB for setting up the first aid training which was so useful.  BL very kindly offered funding towards the project to cover the set up costs (£45) and running costs for two years (£200), totalling £245.  Unanimous thanks were given for such generous support.  Action:  LE/KB to meet to discuss next steps; HC to include on March’s agenda for further discussion from KPC’s point of view; HC to write to contact at NCC (SA) to arrange funding from BL (18-08).
5. County and District Councillor items
Minerals Local Plan – BL advised that Flash Farm has not been put forward as a potential site at this time.  Other sites have been put forward but should not impact Kirklington.  A site near Kelham which could be considered as part of a development by Tarmac is still under review.
Highways – additional budget has been allocated for road / pothole repairs, with £3.5million of £5million being allocated to surface dressing (not resurfacing).  Action – HC to email BL with concerns about Station Road needing, but not getting, attention (18-24); HC to clarify the start and end points of the A617 works between Hockerton and Kirklington (18-24).  
Hall Farm Lane flooding – PM advised that Hall Farm Lane continues to struggle with flooding at its entrance.  IW advised that Severn Trent and NCC seem to be passing responsibility between each other.  Action – HC to email BL with details to investigate (18-09).
Council Tax – BL advised that Council Tax will rise in line with changes being made across the country, details of which will be confirmed soon. Note – KPC voted for an increase in precept from £5800 to £6000 which equates to 3.5% (see November’s January’s minutes).
6. Safer Neighbourhood Group 
SS advised that the key message from the last meeting was that although crimes are taking place, they are not always getting reported.  Arrests can and do get made by collating data on crimes which have taken place, so linking them to each other, and people, is very important (even though they may not seem significant in isolation).  People should report any concerns about possible crimes.
Residents should also be aware that there have been some issues with ‘door knocking’ where someone comes to the door under the pretence of offering a business (e.g. cleaning facias & guttering), when they’re actually looking for potential areas to target in the future.  The Police should be contact by calling ‘101’ with any concerns about unusual contact / people / vehicle movements, and callers who may not be genuine.
PSCOs advised they will try and visit the area at School drop off/pick up times to monitor parking issues.

Action – SS to send HC the minutes from the meeting although it is felt that they don’t appear to reflect all the discussion points that took place (18-10).

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8. Traffic Report - Accident stats (IW)
In the early hours of 17th Jan, a car hit a tree on Eakring Road (coming down the hill away from Eakring) – no known injuries.
9. Financial matters (IW) – 
i) Balances - current account £2544.89, deposit account £19747.45  

ii) Clerk payment - payment for January - proposed MS, seconded PM.

iii) Payment for computer (from funding which has already been received) – payment of £494.99 to reimburse Clerk, proposed PM, seconded MS.  Action – HC to confirm VAT number to IW (17-37).
iv) Village Hall room hire – payment for room hire (Jan-Mar) £90 proposed PM, seconded SS.
v) Appointment of Auditors – the auditors will be PKF Littlejohn LLP, and fee will be £0 for incomes under £25,000 and approx. £200 for incomes over that.  Action – HC to ensure that relevant emails have been sent on to IW (18-04).
10. Planning Matters (HC):
No planning requests to review.
11. Community Funding / CIL Strategy (HC/all)
No additional items to review – awaiting updates on items in the action log.
12. Fouling (HC)
An email has been received from a resident concerned about the amount of fouling in the Paradise Hill area.  HC has replied to advise that extra signs will be put up, including in that area, so it will be monitored.  The resident had enquired about the placement of bins, however, it is important to bear in mind that care would need to be taken in relation to private land, and with consideration to the ongoing maintenance / costs of emptying (although this may be an approach that is looked into in the future).
13. Trespassers on Ivy Farm Property (HC)
An email has been received from a concerned resident to advise of a situation where three young people were caught trespassing on Ivy Farm grounds.  The Police are involved in investigations, and it has since been established that they were students from WINGS – a meeting with the (new) Head has been requested, at which this will be discussed further.
14. Osmanthorpe Speed Limit (HC)
A resident has emailed HC to raise concerns about speeding through Osmanthorpe and into Kirklington.  The area is much busier with people, and the movement of livestock.  Safety is especially a concern or the children who wait on the verge to get the bus.  HC replied to advise that the request had previously been placed on a ‘list’ of projects by NCC to review if/when budgets permitted, and that the item would be raised again to ask for it to be reassessed.  BL advised he would see if any action could be taken.  Action – HC to email BL (18-11).
15. Defibrillator (HC)

Matter was discussed under agenda item 4, and will be carried forward to March’s meeting for further discussion.
16. Blocked drain (RSR)

RSR advised that the drain on the junction of The Green and Southwell Road (near the laurel bush) is blocked and needs attention.  Action – HC to report to NCC again (17-33).
