1. Apologies for absence

2. Declaration of interest

3. Minutes of last meeting

The minutes from the last meeting, held on Mon 5th November 2018, were agreed and signed as a true record. Proposed IW, seconded RSR.

5. County and District Councillor items
· Robin Hood Caravan Park – PR advised that the owners of Robin Hood Caravan Park have appealed section 4 which is the condition stating visitors must stay no longer than 28 days per year.  They have also applied for reimbursement of costs, claiming there is no evidence of permanent residency.  The Secretary of State will review the case.  There are currently no issues with waste as the tank was emptied, but the situation will need to be monitored as it fills again.  New Environment Agency regulations (from 2020) will govern the treatment of waste which leaks into watercourses and how to maximise water safety– further details are available on their website.  The site is advertising in the area – inspectors can take the signs down.  Action - HC to collate list of locations of advertising signs for BL for next meeting (19-01).
· NCC and Via – BL advised that Via was set up by the previous administration to deal with highways.  NCC have bought the company back to have 100% control (rather than 50% as they previously had).  They will be reorganising the company and its functions to ensure they are working for NCC. The company will remain as a potential business earner.

6. Safer Neighbourhood Group (SS)
· The Policing team advised they have increased journeys past the School to review traffic and will monitor / give advice as needed. There has been fly-tipping and youths breaking into cars in Lowdham.  Bleasby and Lowdham also have parking issues at their schools.

· At a previous meeting the PCSO raised a query about the distance between the 50mph and 30mph signs as you enter the village from Newark.  Previous experiences suggest that there is a legal requirement for the distances, but HC has enquired with Highways at NCC to confirm and is awaiting a response.  

· AT advised there have been several diesel thefts from local farms (as advised through email alerts).  

Action - SS to feedback about fuels thefts (including oil thefts within the village) at the next SNG meeting (19-02).

8. Traffic Report - Accident stats (IW)
· 1 Dec (approx 9am) Normanton Rd / Corkhill Lane - road closed much of the day due to a serious accident involving two cars.  The air ambulance attended.  Sadly, a 12yr old boy died a few days later as a result of his injuries.  
9. Financial matters (IW) 
i) Balances - current account £2830.73, deposit account £19760.13, including CIL funding £15218.18.
ii) Clerk payment - payment for November and December - proposed RSR, seconded SS.
iii) 2019/20 Precept – as discussed (and minuted) in November’s meeting the precept will be increased by 1.7% (to £6100).  PC members unanimously agreed to the increase.  Action – HC to submit requirements to NSDC by the deadline (end of the month) (18-43).
iv) Purchase of a tablet (computer) – after confirming remaining Transparency Code funding with IW by email, HC purchased a tablet to be used to type minutes at PC meetings, at a cost of £99.99 (receipt submitted to IW).  Payment was authorised and cheque given to HC – proposed AT, seconded RSR.
10. Planning Matters (HC) -
i) 18/01804/FULA – Little Crickett, Eakring Rd – proposal for a 3-bay timber framed garage – Outcome – permission granted (info only)

ii) 17/01451/FUL – Robin Hood Caravan Park – amendment to s4 and works to add an additional 15 caravans for holiday use.  Update – previous refusal of planning permission has been appealed (to Secretary of State) (info only)

iii) 18/01893/TWCA – The Green – crowning of sycamore and birch trees.  Outcome – permission granted (info only).

iv) 18/02311/TWCA – Ravelston, Southwell Rd – Felling of conifer trees along driveway.  Outcome – permission granted (info only).

v) 3/18/01811/FULR3N – Kirklington School – retrospective planning for the retention of 8m x 4m timber building.  Outcome – permission granted (info only)
11. Speed limit signs (HC)
As detailed in item 6, a query has been raised regarding the required distances between speed limit signs.  Action – HC to track response and provide update when received (19-03).
12. Elections 2019 (HC) 
HC has received information from NALC about elections which may take place in May and could impact the dates upon which annual meetings can be held.  Action – HC to review the information and liaise with NSDC to establish a timeline of processes.  PC members to consider whether they wish to continue in their roles, to plan for any vacancies (19-04).
13. Broadband updates (HC)
HC has received notification of improved broadband being available to some more properties in the village (Corkhill Lane area).  Residents should contact broadband providers for details / and or to upgrade services, as they will not be put in place automatically.  Action – HC to get in contact with the residents to advise (19-05).
14. Horses on local footpaths (HC)
HC received an email from a resident enquiring about access rights for horses/riders (in terms of footpaths), and if there is a requirement to clear up after themselves as dog owners are required to do.  HC has confirmed the legal permissions with NCC’s Footpaths Officer who confirmed that horses can be ridden on bridleways but not public footpaths.  They can ride on private land with the landowner’s permission.  In all cases they should be acting with due care and consideration, with the private landowner ensuring that footpaths/walkways are maintained if they become churned up through use.  Regarding clearing up mess, there is no legal requirement for horse owners to clear up their animals’ mess as it does not constitute a health hazard in the same way that it does with dogs.  Although it’s acknowledged that it can be more difficult for horse owners to clear up at the time it would, of course, be appreciated if steps could be taken to keep walk-ways and/or bridges clear if possible to do so.  Action - HC to respond to the resident (19-06).
15. Vandalism at the School (SB)
HC has already circulated an email from the Head of the School to advise of damage to building on site which are likely to have been caused by vandalism.  Residents should contact the School directly with any information, check their properties and gardens, and be vigilant in case there are further issues in the area.
16. Heating Oil Thefts (HC)
HC has received information about oil stolen from the tanks of two residents.  Both incidents have been reported to the Police.  All residents should ensure they take/have taken steps to make tanks as secure as possible and to check them regularly.
17. Correspondence (HC):
i) NALC updates – HC has received emails from NALC with updates about legal topics and employment issues.  Action – HC to circulate to KPC members as required (19-07).  
RSR has advised of an issue with not receiving emails – HC to see if anything can be done to resolve this.
